The decision of the Canadian 
government to grant agents the bonus of 
20 ner cent a head on «11 British emi­
grants over 18 years of age and 10 per 
cent, on youngsters under 18 is calculat­
ed to encourage the emigratibn agents 
ip their efforts to get British settlers 
to go out. When the bonus was 20 per 
cent, a head for foreigners only and 7 
per cent, for British emigrants it seem­
ed to suggest that foreigners were pre­
ferred. The removal of the preference 
against the British is jbost satisfactory.

It was a happy thought of 
the Canada club to invite to 
its hospitable hoard the other night 
the Canadian M. P.’s lately re­
turned to the Imperial parliament.

St. Petersburg, April 7.—A panic has 
been created in government circles by 
the surprising strength developed by 
the constitutional democrats in tile 
elections, which may have immediate 
and drastic consequences. The issue 
between reaction and reform, which 
has been in the balance, has been un­
expectedly precipitated by Premier 
Witte.

The elections have greatly strength­
ened the premier’s hands in his fight 
against the reactionists, and he now 
feels strong enough to challenge Gen­
eral Trepoff and Minister of the In­
terior Durnovo and the entire re­
actionary cabal.

Less than a fortnight ago the pre­
mier was decidedly pessimistic and 
believed that the majority In the lower 
house would be conservative and that 
the entire programme for reform might 
be overthrown. The results of the 
elections, however, convinced him that 
the radicals will control the house, and 
that an attempt to

Thwart the Popular Will 
as expressed by the ballot box would 
be a fatal blunder on the part of the 
government. It was learned from an 
unimpeachable source tonight that the 
premier journeyed to Tsarskoe-Selo on 
Thursday to lay this view before the 
Emperor, and made another trip to 
Tsarskoe-Selo last night and was 
closeted with His Majesty until after 
midnight.

The impression is abroad that the 
success of the constitutional demo­
crats will ensure the success of the 
foreign loan which the government Is 
in such urgent need of.

May Force Emperor’s Hand
Tomorrow twenty-eight provincial 

conventions will meet and elect 178 
members of the lower house of parlia­
ment. The present representatives 
have a large majority over all the 
other classes combined, and should the 
radicals make anything like the sweep 
which they anticipated, the Emperor 
will be compelled to yield to the pre­
mier’s advice.

At any rate, he seems to resign him 
self on the side of the people. In 
effect he told the Emperor that h 
regarded the situation * as desperat 
and th&t the time had come to choos 
between himself and Interior Miniate 
Durnovo, and counseled His Majest
