POk PLACER GOLD

China Creek the Scene of the
Labors of -Large Party of
Prospectors — To Prepare
for Work on Large Scale-

—

China creek, in the vicinity of Port
Alberni, from the gravel of which
many people have sought—some with
Suceess on a small scale, others with
failure on a large scale—to extract
the elusive gold, is once again_ to be
worked. For the past month a party
of experienced, placer _prospectors has
been busily engaged on the creek, and
it has been decided. that the showings
are at least good enough t{o warrant
an expenditure of $4,000 to $5,000 in a
scientific test of development possi-
bilities.

Years ago various hydraulic com-
panies spent a total approximating
$60,000 in endeavoring to gather the
gold which  glittered dully ‘in" the
sands of this creek, but were unable
to make the proposition profitable.
The trouble was that the gold was
too fine, and although it unquestion-
ably existed in alluring "quantities, it
eluded hydraulic praccss of saving,
Another cause of failure was the fre-
quent. presence of large boulders,
which could not be moved without
further and very large expenditure.

The mining men now interested
are especially equipped to overcome
Just such difficulties as caused their
predecessors to abandon the creek. All
are from the Nome diggings, where
they have experimented successfully
with fine-gold saving machinery, and
they propose to use the latest and
most scientific plant on the Alberni
gold stream. They have “sized up”
the formidable bouldérs and count
upon being able to remove them by
the use of derricks.

Two miles of the creek, from the
Cataract property up stream to the
Duke of York, has been staked and
recorded in the several names of
Colin, Murray, R. J. Middaugh, M.
Enter, C. J, McKenzie, P. Bernard, 1.
