A Chat With Miss §t. Quinten.

It matters not how the introduction

- came about, The World became acquainted
with Miss 8t. Quinten, the charming little
prima donana of the St. Quinten opera com-
pany, and yesterday spent a few pleasant
minutes in her society, Miss 8t. Quinten
is not so well known in Canada as in Eng-

land and America, having been here but a
fow weeks. She was cruelly left by Bob
Gran with the remainder of his company,
while he skipped away without paying
anybody and $100 borrowed by him on cos-
tumes which were not his property.

The World found the lady a charming
conversationalist, artless and unaffected,
and jots down from memory a, brief epi-
tome of the conversation.

She described many of
her impressions aud experiences, inter
spersed with a gooa deal of mirth. As to
her favorite operas, the lady replied: I
have a repertoire of twenty-one operas, but
my preference is decidedly for comic
opera.

Secking a Character.

Oa the 18th of June last, in an articleon
the vicissitudes of jthe Bolt and Iron com:
pany, we gaid, among other things:

«A firm in Liverpool had sold the Do-
minion bolt company a large lot of spike
iron, for which they received accepted
bills in the ordinary course before arrival
of the iron, which proved to be rotten and
unmerchantable, o bad in fact that death
and destruction would have attended any
railway that might have used it dn the
form of spikes. Knowing this Mr. Liv-
ingstone made no such use of the iron. He
demanded back the acceptances, put these
Liverpool merchants, a few days before
maturity, conveyed the bills to third par-
ties, or horrowed their names, that they
might sue-as third parties and thus use the
machinery of - the courts to bar out all evi-
dence on their iron and perpetuate their
swindle,”

The Canadian Manufacturer copied the
article entire; they mentioned no names,
nor did we, jbut it appears. to have been
seen by & firm in Liverpool of the name of
Henderson (& Glass—‘the cap fitted
them.” They, through their solicit-
ors in Toronto, have asked ' our
contemporary to read over the evidence

that they gave by commission on certain
acceptances, and thereon issue to them .a
eertificate of good character, Now as the
article fisst appeared in this paper we
think that Menderson & Glass are en-
tisled to some consideration at our hands.
We will accordingly ,look up the record
and see what we can ‘find.

1, That there. was a purchase by ithe
Dominion bolt company of 300 tons of iron
for manufacture into spikes to be equal in
quality to such brands as N B., or Shelton,
orT.K., or S.and H., or BN.F., and to
bear & best of bending double cold without
fracture.

Now a8 this matter is of special import-
ance to every man, woman and child who
travels on a railway and whose lives are
imperilled by faulty materials they will
readily appreciate the care exercised by
Mr, Livingstone in his determination in
respect to the quality of iron required.
This firm of %enderﬂon & Glass admit
under oath in the commission to which
they refer that the iron they were to send
was to be equal to those brands and was
to bear the required test, in that same
commission these men (?) admit that they
kuewsome of the iron was crystalized
and that they shipped this crystallized bad

iron.

Now our readers will remember that
last month in Ohio the lives of a thousand
excursionists were imperilled by a train
running off the track on the alleged cause
of “spreading rails,” which is caused by
the breaking of spikes, imagine then
the peril travelers would be in,
traveling over a railway with the rails
spiked with crystallized iron spikes as
brittle as glass; a fool with a fancied
grievance against a railway placing an
obstruetion on a railway track would be
sought out by detectives and prosecuted as
a criminal, but the danger to a railway
train from an obstruction on the track is
as nothing compared to .the danger from
unseen rotten spikes in a railway track.
How much greater then the criminality of
this Henderson & Glass who for the
mercenary. consideration attaching to the
profit on 300 tons of iron were indifferent
to the losses it might occasion rail waye, or
to the hundreds, thousand:, or tens of
thousands of lives that might be sacrificed
by its use. Fortunately for the travelling
public it is only at rare intervals that such
spikes are seen, and they seldem pass the
watchful eye of the railway - inepector.
But this firm called Henderson & Glass
have said the icon they sent out was equal
to the brands mentioned, we find this is
an untruth and a great wrong to the
makers of those brands in asserting that
rotten ubmerchantable iron was equal to
them, Their statements cannot mislead
the hardwarc trade. There is also
more than a scove” of practical
men who examined and testcd large quan-
tities of the irop, they are all unanimous
that it is the worst iron they ever saw,
some of it being too rotten when un-
bundled to bear its own weight, more of it
being easily broken by pressure of the
hand, some of it by striking against ap
anvil, and but for a mixture of fibrous iron
amongst the bad it is doubtful if it would
have borne the handling in transit from
Scotland. There is other evidence of un-
truth in this firm of Henderson & Glass in
their saying the iron-was equal to those
brands, we have the evidence of the men
who surveyed and tested the iron.

LAND SWINDLERS.

How Cattle Companies Appropriate Ter-
ritory in the U. 8.

WasHINgTON, Aug. 24.—Some time
gince the commissioner-general of the land
office ordered a survey of certain public
lands in Colorado and Nebraska with a
view of bringing svits against the cattle
companies that have illegally fenced in
large tracts of lands. The special agent
reports that eight cases have been found in
Colorado against tne Prairie cattle com-
pany, composed of Scotchmen. An ex-
amination has been made of tracts
containing 100 square miles, twenty-five
equare miles, sixteen square miles
and 75 square miles, and the agent is now
examining a tract containing over 100
square miles. All these are under the con-
trol of the Prairie cattle company, and the
agent says are illegally fenced iv. Officials
in the land office 51y this practice of ille-
gally fencing large tracts of land and mak-
ing fraudulent entries were greater the
past year than ever. They claim that be
tween five and six millions of acres are
illegally fenced, and that several millions
are fraudulently entered. Settlers say the
cattle men are driving them away and
taking their lands, If the practice is
continued the cattle men will have control
of the best public lands in the United
States within twenty years. The land
agent in Mexico reports that nearly ninety
per cent. of the entries in that territory
are fraudulent® The agent in Dakota says
seventy-five per cent of the entries there
are fraudulent. In Wyoming more than
a hundred large cattle companies are re-
ported as having fencing on public lands,
The disreputable methods by which these
lands are obtained are generally well
_known.
