They are taking
a pattern of the English actors and they do
well, for there is certainly one thing at least
jn which Americans and Canadians can
afford to imitate English-bred men and
women, and it is in their styl> and manner
of conversation. We cannot make our
children too English in this regard. Avoid
the high ' nasal, twanging,” American voice
as you would a twist in their moral charac-
ter. Let them hear men and women talk
who have a proper piteh to their words, who
modulate their voices, and who speak from
their’ lungs' snd- not from their head. We
would sooner hear our youth talk well than
that “smartness” which to many
seems so desirable.

Gl Trolley-La. ' 7

The City Council ‘through its committee
yesterday decided to hold over the question
of the adoption of the trolley system for
auother week on the ground that still further
information is desired. We cannot object to
this action of the committee if they really
desire further information, but we wish to
impress upon them and everyone else the
most important step towards the improve-
ment of the condition of the city is the sub-
stitation of trolley cars for the horse ones,
thereby giving rapid transit, better cars and
an improved value to outlying property.

The World heard a gentleman say yester:
day that the trolley was a curse, but when
asked for particulars he failed to supply
them. For some reason or other a great deal
of y prejudice has been ‘raised
against trolley cars. They havea few dis-
advantages, mainly in the direction of the
poles, which are not ‘altogether sightly,
and the overhead wires, which are some-
thing of a nuisance. But when you come 0
measure the many advantages of rapid tran-
sit as against a few disadvantages of the
trolley system the result is overwhelmingly
in favor of the change being made in Toron-
to at the earliest possible moment. Ask any
city at present using trolley cars under
what consideration they would go back to
the horse ones and the answer would be that
they would not do it under any consider-
ation. ¢

Mr. Winchester is at
present occupying the position, three months
leave of absence having been granted to-Mr.
Dalton, and isfilling it with much satisfac-
tion to the profession. The general opinion
seems to be that the position will be givea to
Mr. Winchester.

Recommended by the City JEugincer—
Strongly Suppertea in Committ
—Action Deferred for a Week,

The Works Committee had a large audi-
ence ‘yesterday when the members met to
discuss the different electric systems.
Replying to a remark made by Ald. Burns,
that it looked as if: the trolley was being
forced on the city, . W. Laidlaw, Q.C., said,
I want you to understand,'gentlemen, that
the Street Railway Company will stand no
talk about force. 'We are quite willing to
withdraw from the whole business now.
Give us a check for the money we have in-
vested and we will quit at once.”
When Chairman Shaw called order he
we are now face to face
with one of the most important and perplex-
ing questions with which we have bad to
deal for a long time.” He then read En-
gineer Cunningham’s last report, of which
the following 1s & synopsis:

The Engineer's Report.

The report which I made to the council on
November 23 last upen the electric system to
be used for strect cars in Toronto has been
referred to me for further consideration,
Since I made the report above mentioned I
have most carefully considered and weiggad
all the arguments and facts which have been
brought forward in regard to the various
electric systems at-present in vogue, and I
bave found nothing to cause me to alter the
recommendation that I thenm ade, viz., that
the trolley system should be adopted in To-
ronto. on & more strict and accurate
reading of the railway agreoment, it has
been found that it is peither my Juty nor
within my power to recommend (in the sense
of ordering or directing) the adoption of any
particular electric system, but that I have
the power of merely np%roving lor disap-

roving) suéh system as the Street Raixwa{vl
Sompany may desire to adopt, and that th
approval may be confirmed or rejected by
the council. .
With the knowledge thatI have of the
various electric systems, I feel that I cannot
refuse to approve of the proposal made by
the street railway cowmpany, viz., that they
should be allowed to .put in and use in this
city the single trolley, wire system as the
electric system for the‘ﬁropumon of street
cars. Iknow of no other electric system
that is as good as this or that, would be suit-
able,” At the same time, while approving
of this as the best and mosv suitable system
at the present time, I feel that it would
unwise to tie the hands of either the city or
the company for the next 80 years, and
therefore 1 make the proviso that should a
better system be invented the company shall
introduce it.

Burps, He
thought perbaps the trolley system was the
better of the two, but wanted thé matter
left in abeyance for a short time. His prin-
cipal objection to the trolley was that it
might drive the traffic off the main streets.

Ald. Shaw said the engineer was satisfied
that the storage was nov practicable.

Ald. Baileéy said there had been too many
lawyers working on the matter. They had
had it in their hands for three months and
now they wanted the council to rush it
through in 24 hours. The en ineer had
furnished two excellent reports, w ich ought
to be satisfactcry to the committee. He
would ba willing to gllow the company to
put in the trolley at once. He was certain
that as the company Wwas composed 'of
shrewd business men they would change the
system when it was advisable to do so.

Ald. Bailey’s strong objection to the trol-
ley was the overhead wires.

The Vigilants on Hand.

Richard Reynolds and Mr. Stewart, re-

presenting the Ratepayers Association, ad-

dressed the committee against the adoption
of the trolley system.

When they had got through the chairman
said, *Let's’ get down to busicess again,
gentlemen.”

Mr. Everett said the railway company felt
as if they were in partnership with the city.
What was of benetit to the city would be
of benefit to the company. The pablic at
large had not given sufficient = atten-
tion to the trolley. A great many
thought - it took more power ‘to run
an’ electric car than it did an electric light.
Such was not the case.

No Public Inconvenience.

The poles, he said, would be about the size
of a gas lamp, and were not as unsightly as
a great many imagined.
