INCREASE IN NUMBERS

OTTAWA, Dec. 1.—The dairy and
cold storage branch of the Dominion
department of agriculture reports a
great increase in the number of herds
and cows under test. Complete re-
turng for this year are not yet avail-
able, but last year the jincrease wasp
maried, especlally in the Province of
Quebec, where upwards of 100 per cent.
more testing work was performed in
1920 than in 1919. The total number
fof herds tested in the nine provinces
In 1920 was 3,847 agalinst 2,416 in 1919,
and of cows 33,382 against 22,517. The
increasé last year was due chiefly to
Quebec, and to. Ontarfo and Nova Sco-
tia in a lesser degree. The last named
province shows an iIncrease 165 herds,
compared with.29 in Ontario.

MOUNTAINS OF ROCK
UNDERNEATH LONDON

The geological map of London, now
being completed, shows: that London

stands on the surface of a little sea

jof soil, while thousands of feet below

are towering mountain ranges of
primeveal granite, between which are
valleys and chasms of immense depth,
which, if bared to ‘the sun, would ter-
rify by their immensity.

London has often been referred to as

a city founded on a rock, but the Ohio
Well Drilling Company, now engaged in
discovering just how far London may
depend on wells for future water sup-
plies, has shown definitely that not very
far beneath the city’s surface there is
nothing but solid rock untouched since
the foundations of the world were laid.
Through countless aeons, from glacial
period to glaclal perfod, that rock,
which was at first exposed to the sun,
has been worn down and overlaid with
soil—truly the dust of ages.
The drilling company is striving to
find the valleys in this wunderground
world, especially valleys where water
collects in underground lakes and
reservoirs.

CAN'T IDENTIFY WRECKAGE.

OSWEGO, N. Y., Dec. 1.—Belief that
the wreckage washed ashore at Ford
Shoals, near here, yesterday came from
the foundered steamer, City of New
York, was expressed by coast guards-
men to-day. The City of New York dis-
appeared after leaving here for Trenton,
Ontario, on Thanksgiving Day, and two
days later the bodies of five persons
who were aboard were found floating in
a yawl in Lake Ontario.

Minimum wage laws affecting women
workers in factories, department stores,
laundries and other industries will be-
come operative in London on January
1, Rev. W. R. McIntosh, who sat on
the local commission, informed The
Free Press. Before that time notices
will be posted in all the businesses con-
cerned, ordering the management to
conform to the new regulations. Though
changes in the wages will have to be
made In some factories, the majority,
it 18 believed, have already adopted a
scale corresponding to that set by the
Ontario board.

In each case where wages have been
set for any particular industry, such as
the laundries, a sliding scale has been
evolved. Under this scheme apprentices
are paid at least $7 and the rates in-
crease until the status of the experi-
enced girl worker of over 18 years is
reached. Tt is stipulated also that the
number of inexperienced workers,
known as cheap labor, shall not exceed
one-third of the total female working
force.

Girls employed in factories such as
cigar, biscuit, candy and pickles are
pald at approximately the same rates as
those who are working in laundries. F(')r
experienced girls In this class the mln}-
mum of $11.50 is fixed in cities of 50,000
or over. Manufacturers point out that
a capable worker can always make a
great deal more than this amount when
she is placed on piece work and that
as high as $18 and $20 are now earned
under that scheme.

Those women who are employed in
department stores are placed in a trifle
higher category, due to the fact that
they are required to dress in attire not
demanded in factories. They are there-
fore given a minimum of $8.50 while
serving in their apprenticeship period
and $12 when they become classed as
experienced hands.

The following rules apply to factory
girls:

“Any female employee who has been
working a year or more in the in-
dustry before reaching the age of 38
years, shall be considered to be an ex-
perienced adult employee upon reach-
ing the age of 18 years, and if she has
been working less than a year in the
industry when she reaches the age of
18 years she ghall be considered to be an
experienced adult employee upon com-
pleting a year of work in the industry.

‘“No deduction below the minimum
wage line for absence shall exceed the
value of the time lost, reckoned in
proportion to the normal working hours
in vogue in the establishment.”

Other Local Railroads To Follow

Same Course.

REDUCED 20 PER CENT.

U. S. Travelers Will Also Benefit
By Reduction.

Passenger Trates - to points in the
United States will be reduced on
January 1, according to information
fssued to-day by the Michigan Central
Rallway, and other rallroads are ex-
pected to make similar announcements
within the next few days.

A 20 per cent. reduction from Landon
to border points will be placed into
effect the first of the year. On July 1
of this year the Canadian  railroads
made a 20 per cent. cut in rates, but
this did not affect the tickets pur-
chased for places in the United States.
Under the new ruling the travelers to
the United States will be allowed the
same reduction.

All persons purchasing tickets to the
United States will benefit by the new
order, as it will mean a saving both
to and from the United States.

At the present a single ticket to
Juffalo has been selling on the M. C. R.
for $5.58, and after January 1 the rate
will be $4.97, plus tax, This will be a
reduction of 61 cents on a single trip
or $1.22 on a round trip.

The rate to Detroit is ndw $4.62, and
with the new rates effective the same
ticket will cost $4.15, plus war tax.
This will be a cut of 47 cents on the
single trip or 94 cents on the round
trip.

Revised tariff sheets are now being
distributed among the agents and plans
are belng made to have the new rates
enforced on January 1.
