We leave all our
hatehes open, and in rough weather put a
tarpaulin fender around the batches until
it comes to the last extremity, aod theo
we have to close the batches and let the
fruit rot if it wants to.”

In regard to the bananas and their im-
portation I bave bad lots of curious ques-
tions asked me. The first query with
some peoplé Is what constitutes the dif-
ference between the -yellow and the' red
bananas, The former comes from Port
‘Antonio, where the soil is poor and light.
