"hiough Hie quantity of stoek exhibited did
wot appear fo have greatly inereased, the
bréeds had evidently improved.~The show of
sheep in particalar, deserves unotice:.  1he
animals were mostly of the Taeicester breed,
which appears to thrive well in this coti(ry,
and “is, consequently, generally - preferved,
Those who exhibited the best stock in this
class were Mr. sommerville, of Fachipe ;
Me. Fallon, of Tachine 5 Mreo Muir, of 8,
Lawwent 5 and Mr. Gagnon, of St. Michael,
Mr. Sommerville hal one magnificent ram,
imported some years ago for Shim by Mr,
Penner, weighing 926lbs. ~ Mr. Fallon had
three aged cwus, and a two year old vam,
which was veally a fine animal.  Mr. Gag-
jion had also three fine ewes.—Of hornad
cattle there was an excellent display.  'T'he
favourite breed appeared to he the Ayrshire,
but the Durbam and Canadian stock were
also well represented. MNr, Tiogan appeared
to be the Jargest contributor to all the de-
partinents, and the animals which he exhibit-
ed did him mueh evedit,  His Ayrshive cows
and heifers attracted universul notice, and
were highly spoken of.
