The Westminster well maintains its position
as the lesding organ or exponent of modern
Protestantism, as it obtains amongst the most
highly educated classes of the English speak-
‘ing community, and the contents of the current
number will be found to be fully up to the
ususl standard. First we have an article on 2
once eslebrated Protestant work, Butler's Ana-
logy : Its Strength and Weakness. The Re.
vigwer speaks highly of the ability of this work,
but points out one fatal defcob; to wit, that,
if it proves anything, it proves too much; and
that its argument, if strong for Christianity in
general, is equally powerful for Romanism in
Qparticular. For instance, Butler insists with
much force upon the necessity of a « visible
Chureh,” without which, so the author argues,
Christianity must ‘ in a great degree huve been
sunk, or forgot in a very few ages,” This is
fatal to Protestantism; for where is; where
before the dixteenth century was this ¢ visible
Church,” this City set on a hill, if not in
Rome? The Church of Rome, says the Re-
viewer, ¢ presents herself to us not only with
‘many of the sighs and appearances which we
should expect to find in a visible Churoh, these

-signs and eppearaices being noted in her alone,
‘but with the positive assurance that she, and
- ghe alone, is the vigible Church.”

The Reviewer is not of course arguing for
the truth of Romisk dogms : his object being
only to show the weakness of Butler’s Ana-
logy in that the same line of argument; that
the same process of argument, by which it is
therein sought to defend Christianity against
the assaults of the infidel, is as powerful in the
mouth of the Romanist replying to the attacks
of the ordinary Protestant objector. It cannot
be otherwise. All Protestant apologetic works,
or works in defence of Christianity are, and
must be liable to this objection; for with the
self-same weapons as those with which the
Proteatant presses the Romanist, dees the in-
fidel press thre professed beliover in every form

. SUPREMACY OF THE ROMAN SEE.
Lo No. IL - .

‘But if Corinth in the first century,as wehave seen
(No. I, 17th July) appealed to Rome the see of
Peter as the principal church against those mis-
guided men, who soughs to saow discerd in ker bosom,
so also did St’Ireneus and Si, Epiphanius in the
second and third centuries appeal to ber against the
‘Gnostics. They were strange men these Gaostics,
and their God was as sirango as themselves, made
up as he was of a mixturs of Jewish, Asiatic,
Egyptian, Platonic, and Christian traditions. —
As often as this God of the Gnostics thought
or spoke or acted, as often as he was benevo-
lent, powerful, or wise, each thought, each word,
each act, whether of benevolence, power or wis-
dom, became a separate being called an Fon.—
These Eons (Eones) again in their turn gave birth
to other Eong each less parfect as it was further and
further removed, (grand-child, great-grand child,
great-great.grand-child) from the parent stock. And
these Bons, as a whole, children-and grand-children,
made up the fullness of this God's life. When this
earth of ours was created, it was ecight Eons, a spi-
yitual octarchy, sprung from the will of God, that
performed the-mighty work using as iheir brick and
mortar pre-existing and unformed matter. Thus
taught the Gnostics ; and thus amongst others taught
Valentinus coming from the East, the land of mys-
ticism, to Rome the centre of Catholicity and tc
Gaul. And Rome, remember, the centre of Cath_
olicity, ot Gaul nor Cyprus condemned his heresy
by the month of ite Bishop, whom the Monotiolite
Tertullian acknowledged, (in derision it is true, bat
no less truly becausc in derision) to be the Sovereign
Pontif. ¥ Gaul was equal to Rome why did not
Gaul equally with Rome denounce the intruder?
If Cyprus acknowledged no primacy, why did not
Cyprus smite Valentinug the moment he broached
his heresy in that #1and of the cyprus and myrtle 7
If all biskops were equal why did not Pothinus of
Lycna as well as Soter of Rome~—why did not Ire-
neeus a5 well as Eleutherius pronounce the excom-
munication ? _Irenmus bishop was as superior in
Larning to Eleutherius Pope, as Centaur in strength
to Pigmy. ~And yet Irenzus only wrote; Kleuthe-
rius :poke‘}.';nnwus .only smete with the lagh of his
learning, Eleutherius struck down with the keen
steel of authority ; Irensus wrote backed only by‘
Lyons and by Gaul, Eleutherius speke backed by
the universal church ; Irenreus was addressed only
as bishop of Lyons, Eleutherius had had granted
him by common consent (ar Tertullian's scoff shews
us) the supreme title of Sovereign Pontiff; a title
which has survived in spite of, and perhaps out of
Tertnllian's scoff even to the present day, Itis a
romarkable testimony this scoff of Tertullian, because
it is the tcstimony of an enemy actually battling
against the Church ; and of itself, if all other proof
were wanting, is sufficient to disprove that rash ag-
sertion of our adversaries, that the -primacy was un-
keard of in the first four centuries of the Christian
era. Tertullian out eof a deep revorence no doubt
for purity, and with all the “elen” and rashness of
his African temperament had denied to the successor
of Peter the power to forgive the sing : of adultery
and fornication even after due penance. It was the
error of the purest Montanus he defended. Pocr
misguided man! The Magdalen might be forgiven
by Cbrist; the woman taken in adultery might be
told to go her way and sin no more; but such in-
stanees of reconciliation were only forsooth fer the
time of Christ.; the Saviour's mercy was circum-
scribed ; fornication and adultery could only be for.
given, if committed during the three short year's of
Christ's teaching ; the Saviour’s bleod not yet shed
could atome for sins, which that same blood shed
could not condone. The Church of Christ thongh
poasessing power to forgive all other sins, had not
the power to forgive impurity. " We reverence you,
Tertullian, for your love of purity; but we despise
you for your restricting of the passion and death of
Christ. It is whilst maintaining this error against
the Bishop of Rorae, that Tertullian's testimony be-
comes 80 strong shewing as it does, the feeling of
his day. 'The Pope, by solemn decree (and Tertul-
lian calls it a peremplory one withal), had condemned
the errars of the austere Montanus, and in opposi-
tion had declared, that penitent adulterers are ad-
missable to recouciliation with the Church.
