At o subsequent period the rights of the Irish House
of Lords, as the highest Court of Appeal in such
cascs, were infringed by the English House of Lords,

this usurpation, and directed the civil officers in
Ireland to abide by the Irish autherity and ignore
the English. To end these contenticus an Act, the
6th of George I, wags passed in England declaring
that Ireland was a subordinate and dependent king-
dom; that the Kiog, Lords, and Commons of Eng-
land had powcers to make laws to bind Treland, and
that the Irish House of Lords had no lega! jurisdic-
tion. Thus was the independence of the Irigh Parlia--
ment struck down. Eongland, however, got into
difficulties, and Grattan, recognizing the fact, after-
wards proclaimed by O'Conmell, that “ England's
