THE IRISH TENANTRY.

One of the lorge:t snles jaat effected under
the Irish Land Pu chare Ach was completed by
an order aof the court in Uetuter.  The Dake of
Abercorn received a rium «x:eeding 81,335,000
for lands hrught by the tena-ts in the counties
of Tyrone and Doncgal  Tlis covered the pur-
chases ef 421 tenaurs Tuings are not very
happy in the island, aud sxne of Lhe cruelest
avictions have occurrc i recen’ly in the connty
of Qork. The land is of the pdoorest des-
cription—bare mnd moustainons—a  greab
part  of it gaurcely  fid for the
feedipg of waate. The tenants chiefly
supported themselvis with ti-hiog, and that was
the principalmears by which they paid their
rent. Iur some lbne past, fishing has been to &
greab extent s failure, with the result thas the
unfortunate tenanta are in n state of dastitation.
To show the treatmens t» which they have been
gubjected the following will suffice :—Denis
Donovan (Gouls)has a wife and 13 children. Hia
farm comprised -10 acres, 14 of which are arable,
the rest being poor land snd barren.  Therent
was,. previously to 1884, §130 a year, and the
valuation $§70. A few years prior to 1881
the lsadlord took aa acre for coast-
guards’ residence, for which he gets upward of
§250 a year, and allowed the tenant §$10 a year
reduction, makiog the rent $140. In 188l the
tenant brought his case betore the Commission,
and gob ib reduced, the valuatinn bzing as above
stnted. In another cnse the pariash priest,
Father Hill, whu was present, cffured s year
and a half rest on a holding which was more
miserable than anything almost that can be
seen. It was pitiable o hear the limentations
of the womau and children when they found
themeselves cast adrift from their poor and hum-
ble homes, Neither of the tenants has as much
a6 a four footed beant.

THE CHIME OF ST. MARV'S CHURCH, PROVIDENCE,

Provinexce, R.I, Nov. 12.—S8. Mary’s
ohurch, on Broadmir, was filled yeaterday
afternoan by a congrevation that had assembled
to witness, nod only fur the ficat time in this
city, but in the ex‘en-ive Roman Catholic
diocese of Providencs, the bleasing of m chime
ot bells.

Robert J. Sullivan, the second pastor of the
arich ; Mater Dei, gift of Mr, and Mra,
Eouaph Banigan ; 3, Yirgo Immaculate; 4,
Mater Misericordia, gift of the Society of
Children of Mary ; 5, Virgo Potens, gift of
Jomes T. Kennedy, Mrs. Mary Gaugh ; 6,
Mater Amabilis; 7, Regina Sanctorum Omnium,
gift of Rev, 8. M. H. Kenneday and Thomas

L., Kelly; 8, Causa Nostree Letitice, gift
of Alderman Joha Casey; 9, Refugium
Poceatorum, gift of Oatherine Brennan ;
10, Janua Cali, gift of Rev. Robert

J. Sullivan. The service was more groperly the
baptism of the bells, and it was one adopted by
the Roman Ostholic Church in the 10th century,
Right Rav. Bishop Matthew Harkins blessed
the bellr, asaisted by Rev. Fathers Kelly and
Kennedy and a large number of priestsa and
acolytes. The scene was highly impressive,
the - porticipants of the service being
arrayed in the brightess robas and vest-
mentas of the church, and the anocient service
was carcied ont with all the splendor atbached
to it by long yeara of custom.

NATALLIE HAS A PLOT.

SHE WILL NOW PROCEED TO BARASS THE SERVIAN
KING ~RUSSIA TO BE HER ALLY,

Loxpox, Nov. 13,—The retirement cf Queen
Natalie of Servia to Russian Puland, where she
has purchased sn eleganb eatats, which ia uder-
stood to have received the sanction of the Czar,
if, indeed, she does nob taks up the Czar's resi-
dences in the government of Waraaw hy Imperial
jovitation, is regarded as seriovaly menacing the
much forther continustion of King Milan’s
reign.

Servia has long been coneidered in the light of
& buffer between Austria and Ruesia, and King
Milan has made the moat of bis fancied security
in that capacity, believing that neither Power
would allow the other o remove or molest the
barrier.

Francis Joseph bas nsver swerved from the
belief that any incursion that his northern
neighbor might make into the Balkan regions
would be directed into Bulgaria, affording him
a pretext for seeking and possessing his long
coveted outlet to the Ageap Sea, Salonica,

‘Whenever the guestion of Russia’s southern
march has been rasised, and ib has often besa
raized of late, Bulgaria has been named aa the
objective point, but thers is no little doubb that
the Czar will at no very distant day direct his
forces toward Servia instead, assuming the re-
cent questionable divorce of Milan from his
Ru_l;s]nn wile to be sufficient provocation, slight
a8 it is, .

Occupying Servia, the Russian armies could
command Bulgaria almost as absolutely as
though they were encamped uponher soil, while
they would, by removing the barrier place
themselves in a position rendering Auatria’s
success in preventing invasion of her territory,
even with the assistance ot hor allies, Italy and
(ermany, extremely problamatical,

These movements will nob likely be begun
until apring, but there is no doubt that the Ser-
vian Queen will hold court in her new realm,
where plans whose fruition would tend to the
foregoing results will be matured Quring the
winter months, secret communicatioas being
maintained with the Russian capital.
