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ARTICLE XI (Cont'd)

between the designated airlines in accordance with the principles
laid down in this Article and subject to the approval of the
aeronautical authorities of the Contracting Parties. In the
absence of an agreement between the designated airlines, the
matter shall be referred to the aeronautical authorities of the
Contracting Parties which will endevour to resolve the problem,
if necessary, pursuant to Article XIX of this, Agreement. Pending
an arrangement either at the airline level or between the
aeronautical authorities the status quo shall be maintained.

ARTICLE XII
(Statistics)

1. The aeronautical authorities of both Contracting
Parties shall provide each other vith monthly statements of
statistics, on a quarterly calendar basis, including ali
information required te determine the amount of traffic carried
over the routes as specified in the Annex and the initial origins
and final destinations of such traffic.

2. The details, of the statistical data to be provided
and the methods by which such data shall be. provided b>' one
Contracting Party to the other, shall be agreed upon between the
aeronautical authorities and implemented not hater than four (4)
inonths after a designated airline of one or'both of the
