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The Department of External Affairs announced today that on
April 27 the Cansdian Governnent presented notes to the Governments of
Himngary and Roumonia in connection with the disputes which have arisen
over the implcmentation of the human rights clauses of the Treaties of
Perce signed by Cencdz with those countries. It wos decided to present
these notes in view of the recent opinion of the International Court of
Justice that a dispute which is subject to the provisions for settlement
of disputes conteined in the Treaties of Peace docs exist, and that the
Governnents of Bulgeria, Hungary end Roumania are obligated to appoint
their representatives to the treaty cormissions. These notes drew to
the attention of the Governments of Hungary and Roumania the edvisory
opinion of the Internaticnal Court of Justice and assumed, in the light
cf this opiniocn, that the Hungerian end Rouranian Governments would now
nominate their representatives to the treaty commissions and would further
be willing to enter into consultation with the Canzdicn Government with
o view to the eppointment of the third members of the comzissicus,.

As Canedsa hes no diplomatic representative in Hungary or Roumenicz,
the Cenzadien notes were presented by the British Ministers in Budapest and
Bucherest. Similar notes were presented by the Governments of the United
Kingdom, the United States end Austrclia to the Governments of Hungary
and Roumsnia, and of Bulgaria as well. The Canadien Governzent did not
present & note to the Bulgarian Government &s Ccnada wes not a2 signatory to
the Treaty of Peace with Bulgarie.

The text of the Canzdien note to Hungary reads as followss

"His Majesty's Legution present their compliments to the
Ministry of Foreign Affeirs of Hungery end heve the honour, on
behalf of the Government of Cenada, to direct the Ministry's
attention to the Advisory Opinion on the interpretation of .the
Pecce Treeaties with Bulgarie, Hungory and Rouzaniz vhich was
given by the Interneticnzl Court of Justice on March 30, 1950.

"In the light of this Opinicn, it is assumed that the
Hungarian Governrent will ncw nominete its representative to the
Peece Trecaty Commission end will inform the Secretery General of
the United Naticns of the nonination in zccordance with the
United Notions Genersl hpgenbly Resclution of October 22, 1949.
It is further assw:ed that the Hungeriwn Government will also be
willing to enter into consultation with the Canadion Government
‘srith & view to the appointment of & third mecber in accordence
with Article 40 cf the Treaty of Peace,

145 His Mcojesty's Legetion informed the Ministry of Fereign
Affeirs in their note of January 5, 1950, on behelf of the Governzment
of Concde, the Canedian Government has eppointed Rt, Hon. Justice
J. L. Ilsley, P.C. es its representative on the proposed comrnigsicn.®

The note to the Rouzeonien Government wes similer to the note to
the Hungericn Governzment,

On Mondey, May 1, the Acting Pernenent Delegete of Concda to the

United Nations prescnted a note to the Acting Sccretory General of the Unikd

Nations, trensmitting copies of these two notes and requesting that cogies
be mede eveilchble to 81l merbers of the United Nations and the International

C-urt of Justice,
