VALCARTIER CAMP-STATEMENT AS TO

SHANNON EXPROPRIATIONS

the Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I should like te

Inquiries of the Ministry
ask the Associate Minister of National De-
fence, foflowing his recent pilgrimage to the
Shannon area and Valcartier camp, what his
view is as to the reaction of the people,
whether any decision has been made and
what action the government wiil take.

Hon. Léo Cadieux <Assaciate Minister cf
National Defence>: Mr. Speaker, some time
ago I lnformed the house that I would make
a personal vîsît to the Valcartier area to
consider the representations made by or on
behalf of some residents of the community of
Shannon, with particular regard to how the
expropriation of lands wiil affect that com-
munity. On Tuesday, April 26, 1966 1 visited
several of the residents of Shannon and in-
spected the entire new training ares by cai
and by helicopter.

It has always been the intent and policy of
our department to do everything possible to
respect the rights of those individuals whose
property may be affected by the expropria-
tion carried out to meet military require-
ments. A most careful and definitive study
has been made of the requirements, both
current and future; and I have decided, hav-
ing regard to the social and econcmic effects
on the community when weighed against
military needs, that a somewhat lesser area
will meet current operational training land
requirements in an optimum if not a max-
imum manner.

Accordingly 1 have issued instructions that
as soon as appropriate re-surveys and legal
documentation can be prepared and amended
notice cf expropriation wiil be registered
reducing the land being acquired by eliminat-
ing lots 419 to 433 inclusive in range 6; lots
604 te 610 in range 7, and lots 677 and 678 in
range 8, ail in the municipality cf Shannon.

It is intended that fair and reasonable
compensation will be paid for ail legally
recognizable interests, and I arn hopeful that
those persons affected by this necessary ex-
propriation will in the fullness cf time be
able te replace their losses by acceptable
alternate accommodation and interests. The
house can be assured that the officers charged
with carrying eut the determination cf com-
pensation wiil take into consideration the
difficulties which are inevitably generated by
a disturbance of this type.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Mr. Speaker, this is cer-
tainly a step ini the right direction. Perhaps I
