Servants will be held responsible for breakage

and loss of and damage to the property of the

Club.

No servant of the Club will be sent out of the

house on any errand or pretense whatever,

unless upon Club business by the Steward,

Secretary, or member of committee, or to post

letters at stated periods, forward telegrams, or

to call a cab from the nearest stand.
