the past year, Postmaster Samuel said
no department had shown such a sur-
prising development as that of the
overseas cable communication. The
traffic resulting from the reduction of
press rates and the introduction of
the half rate for plain language mes-
sages had been immense in the three
years ended January this year.

The Pacific cable had nearly doubled
in volume of traffic. He laid great
stress on the political as well as the
commercial importance of cheap rapid
communication to the empire at large.

Press.)—Not the dignity of Ja-
pan but the dignity of California is at
stake in the controversy over the alien
land law, according to Gov. Johnson,
and if the pldhs of the majority party
here give offence to the government of
Tokio, the California executive ab-
solves the state from blame, on the
ground that federal statutes already
have drawn the line which the state
new seeks to establish.

In a statement issued today Gov.
Johnson defined the position of the
