Tariff Resolution.
Mr. McMaster’'s tariff resolution Is
as follows: S
‘Whereas, in order to meet the great
expenditure necessitated by our na-
tional obligations; it 18  imperative
that the labor and capital of this
country should be directed to the ob-
taining of the greatest economic re-
tufn, and that the energies of our
people should Be freed in order that
the.-most be made of our natural re-
sources and the strength and intelli-
gence of vur people be utilized to the
fullest extent and
Whereas it is advisable in , the
.public interest that taxation should
_be bornc¢ Ly those most capable of

susta.ning the burden, and that the:

proceeds of taxation should reach the
national exchequer, and should not
be diverted into the hands of the
privileged classes of the community;
and

WWhereas the reciprocal trade
agreement negotiated with ‘the gov-
ernment of the United States in Jan-
uary, 1911, has been accepted by that
sovernment, and legislatign providing
for its coming into force upon its ac-
ceptance by the Canadian government
has been passed by the said govern-
ment of the United Statés; and,

‘Whereas, the said agreement, pro-
viding. as it does, for the free inter-
change of the products of the farm,
the sea, the mine and the forest, and
for the freer exchange of many arti-
cleés of prime necessity and universal
use offers to the producers and con-
fumers of this counmtry an "oppor-
tunity which wisdom and patriotism
demand should be availed of;

Asks Reciprocity.

Therefore, be it resolved, that it is
the opinion of this house:

(a) That the increases of duties of
7 1-2 per cent. and 5 per c¢ent. enacted
by the statute 5, George V. chapter
3, should be repealed.

(b) That the offer of reciprocity
contained in the  reciprocal trade
agreement now upon the statute books
of the United States of America

into the manufacturing ot the articles
above set forth may be granted by
way of rebate or drawback; it always
neing provided that in the event of
luny difference of duty existing under
the provisions of different parts of
this resolution, the lower duty or
!freedom from duty, prevail,

; Favors Reduction,

(e) That having regard always to
the requirements of the public re-
venue and the necessity of affording
reasonable opportunity for adjust-
ment to those affected bty the pro-
posed Changes, rubstantial reduction
should be made in the tariff with the
{object of reducing the burden upon
the consumer in respeci cf the prime
necessities of life, and with tbe object
of deliveiring the consumer (rom the
bondage now imp> ed upon him by
the exactions of m,unopoliep, trusts
and combines.

Trend to Cities.

Dr. Edwards interrupted Mr. Mec-
Master to ask if the trend from the
rural parts to the city had been
greater in Canada fin the last ten
vears than it had been in the United
States. ¢

Mr. McMaster: 1 am not prepared
to say as to that. But I am prepared
to advance the opinion that the high
protective tariff has increased the
trend of people from the country into
the town.

Dr. Edwards: Then how do you ac~
ocount for the movement to the cities
in England?

Mr. McMaster: In the United King-~
dom free trade has built up the
cities.

“And,”” Mr. McMaster replied to the
outburst of laughter from the gov-
ernment side  of the house which
greeted his last remark, “if the cities
nad’ not been built up on the free
trade, if Great Britain had not been
the shield and buckler of the allies,
she would never have had money
enough to keep this war going.” (Op-
position cheers.)

He asked if the tariff was to be left
as it was and if re’ciprocity was to
be left alone. He . believed in party
government and he would like to see
a party in power with strong prin-
ciples and capable of putting strong
liberal policies into effect, but if they
could not have a strong Liberal gov-
ernment, let them have 'a strong Con-
servative party, Party government
was responsible government, and one
could not exist without the other.

Reply of Sir Thomas.

Sir Thomas White, who was warmly
applauded on rising, said that Mr, Mc-
Master was not only optimistic, but de-
cidedly persevering. D. D. McKenzie,
a few weeks ago had mentioned a light,
but the light appeared to have gone
cut. He said tha‘ he had the advant-
age of Mr. McMaster, for he had been
brought up on a farm and the mem-
ber for Brome had not. He thought
Mr. McMaster had got hig knowled;;e
of farming in correspondence schools.
Sir Thomaxs said, Mr. MeMaster had
talked of the Canadian farmer get-
ting up early in the morning. He
thought the farmer go* up too early
in the morning to be caught by a wa.n-.t
of confidence motion masquerading,in
the guise of a tariff policy. This was
not the time, he argued, to bring for-
ward a tariff resolution in the house.
The time to do so was on going in‘o
ways and means on the budget. Only
when the budget was brought down
would the government tariff policy be
laid before the house. '

Vote of Confidence. o)

Sir Thomes declared that an ameng.!
ment offered on a motion to go into
supply would, if carried, consti‘ute a
vote of want of confidence. in the
government. The motion to' go into
supply was of vital importancefin order
thét ¢he business of the ' country
should be carried on. The member for
Brome should have walted = until the
budget was brough® down, and the
financial sltuation of the country
thereby Aisclosed. I* was impossible

into-

to discuss a matter of this nature
without knowing the flnancial situa-
tion, and Sir Thomas declared that he
did no* propose to do so. 5

Mr. McMaster, said Sir Thomas,
should take #nto consideration - the
political conditions not only .in Can-

attempting to unsettle .the = govern-«
ment. The war was not yet over and
the country was still confronted by
many grave prob.ems. The bringing
home of Canadian soldiers and the
settlement of these men in suitable
lines of work, constituted a problem
difficult to solve. Had the member
for Brome taken into consideration
the fact that most important economic
questions were now being Considered
at the peace conference. The result
of negotiations going on in Parismight
be the consummation of treaties be~
tween the allies which would have a
most important effect on trade regula-
tions.

Still a War Year,

The acting prime minister said that
he realized the importance of tariff
matters to the.country, and he ex-
pressed the belief that the policy of
the government on the tariff would
meet with the support of the house
and the peop.ie of Canada. There
would be proposals and revisions. He
asked that members in discussing this
subject remember. that this was still
a war year, Ezat the expenditures
were” still on war scale and that
Canada was s#{ll in the position of
providing for a:Jarge army.

In closing, Sir Thomas said that the
amendment was virtually a vote of
want of confidence in the government
and that it should, therefore, be voted
down.

? Stand of McKenzie. /
. ‘D. McKenzle, leader of the op-
position, said that the resolution hav-
in.gibeen sa ably put before the house
by /the memter for Brome, he would
devote no time to.discussing it. He
wished to deal with the point raised
by the leader of the government as
to the effect of the resolution. The
tariff question, he Waghd, was one of
vital importance, and he comsidered
that there was nothing improper in
the Liberals laying their cards on the
table and telling the Bouse and the
people of this country what they were
prepared to do, if they so desired.

The people of Canada, said Mr. Mc-
Kenzie, didn’t care a flg whether the
amendment wae characterized as a
vote of want of confidence or not.
What they wanted was relief from the
present situation. It was a simple
matter for the government, if it did
not wixh to declare itsélf on any mat-
ter, to raise the cry of want of confi-
dence. Almost any proposal “might be
run into this little hen-house of want
of confidence.” The curse of this coun-
try was not party government, but
the hanging on to power by one party.

The tariff, said the leader of the,
opposition, was not a matter to be
discussed behind closed doors. No
doubt the government would have pre-
ferred to deal with' it by order-in-
council if permitted to do so.

Bourinot, said Mr, McKenzie, stated
that an amen@ment introduced on the
motion to go into supply, did not ne-
cessarily constitute a vote of want of
confidence in the government.

Dr Clark in Debate.

Dr. Clark, Red Deer, declared he
would Hhave no hesitation in: voting
against the amendment. “I shall do
80,” he said, “from very plain reasons
which will commend themselves, I am
perfectly sure, to the people of western
Canada.” He would vote against it,
he went on, in the first place because
the amendment was not meant to suc-
ceed. The opposition Knew very well
how it would be treated. They knew
it would be voted down.

In the second .place he would not
vote for it because there were cer-
tain possibilities in regard" ‘to the
handling of the tariff.

After reviewing tariff history in
Canada under the Liberal regime, Dr.
Clark declared that the Liberal gov-
ernment went to sleep for ten years.
He referred to the Liberal party as
the fiscal Rip Van Winkles.

Dr. Clark declared that the amend-
ment wag asking for ten times as
many tariff changes by the govern-
ment in war time as were made by
the Liberal sovernment in the pip-
ing times of peace. The amendment
was highly irregular and was calcul-
ated to upset the trade of the coun-
try. It'had in it an element of insin-
cerity and was playing the purely
party game.

Support of West,

W. H. Whi‘e, of Victoria, Alta., said
that ever since 1911, when the Liberal
party was defeated in trying to re-
duce the high tariff, they had brought
in many resolutions to show that they
stood where they did at that time. He
disagreed with Sir Thomas White,
when Sir Thomas %said that this was
not the time to make such an a =
ment as Mr. McMaster’s, He said the
three legislatures of the western pro-
vinces had passed the same resolution
in their houses and had got the sup-
port of the Conservative oppositions,
There had been laid before “his house
a platform that the whole west stood
for, and a platform that some Liberals
in the west went down to defeat fer,

He declared that the government
did not unders‘and the real conditions
in the west country.

Crerar Criticizds.

Hon. T. A. Crerar, minigter of agri-
ture, followed Mr. White/ He maid he
wished to be quite frank with ° the
house on this matter. His record on
tariff questions was well known in
that part of the country which he
came from. When he entered the'gov-
ernment he had done so from a sense
of duty. He did not disguise the fact
that he had always believed in'a low
tariff policy, but he thought that the
member from Brome had introduced
his resolution at an inopportune mo-
ment, and that his object was not
above criticism.

The amendment, said Mr. Crerar,
could not be accepted by the govern-
ment because its acceptance would
mean ‘the overthrow of the govern-
ment and the plunging of this country
into a general election, which was not
desirable at the present time, He
would, therefore, vote against it.

Mr. McMaster: If I withdraw my

Mr. Crerar replied that WMr. Mc-
