TWO CENT FARES IN
NEW YORK STATE.

Among" the public men of the United
States who have recently attained posi-
tions of distinction none has taken
higher place than Governor Hughes of
New York. This has been thoroly jus-
tified by his single-hearted devotion to
hi- immediate duty, and the resolute
manner in which he has set himself to
protect the rights of the people from
th:: unscrupulous aggression and ex-
ploitition that have so long character-
ized the operations of public utility
ccrporations. of all kinds. Governor
Hughes is aTonspicuous example of the
strength a public man can derive from
urreserved trust in the people when
assured that his policy deserves and re-
ceives their confidence.

But no man is infallible, nor is his
judgment always sound or free from
conscious or unconscious bias. Recently
Governor Hughes vetoed a bill passed
by the New York législature, establish-
ing two cents a mile as the maximum
passenger fare chargeable by all rail-
roads operating in the state and exceed-
ing 150 miles in track length. The
ground for this exercise of his right
of veto is, in brief, that the bill was
not preceded by any investigation into
the circumstances of the railroads, that
corborations should not be oppressed
cr despoiled, and that the Public Utili-
ties Act empowers the commission ad-
ministering its provisions to examine
irto and fix reasonable rates.

Commenting yesterday on the gover=-
ncr's message, The Globe commends its
terms and expresses its opinion that a

railway commission is in a position to |

This, how-
ever, merely begs the true issue which
Governor Hughes also failed to realize.

CHICAGO'S NEW CHARTER.

In September next the citizens of
Chicago will be asked either ¢o ac-
cept -or reject a mew city charter re-
cently enact by the sttate legisla~
ture. The charter is the outcome of a
popular demand for increased self-
governing powers, and it marks a hot-
able change in the attitude of the leg-
islature on clvic questions, Under
ihe Tilinois constitution of 1870 speciail
legislation for individual cities was
not permitted, but the great and grow-
ing disparity between Chiicago and
the other cities of the state compelled
an amendment excepting Chicago from
the operation of the general laws.

The new charter was originally pre-
pared by a large and representative
convention, composed of members of
the legislature, aldermen, membens of
cther public bodliles and thinty citizens,
half nominated by the gowvernor .amd
half by the mayor.. It has been sub-
stanitially adopted, tho the legislature
declined to accept certain clauses de-
sigmed to render civic affainrs indepen~
dent of party politics. - That the con-
vepition should ask for this is ¢f more
significance than the objection of the
