Cockshutt, “Qur aim is to produce from
Canadian nfaterials and with Canadian
labor everything-which the economic
corditions of this .country permit. of
our producing. To this end we ask
for a tariff whose minimum protection
will be high enough to reserve the home
market for the Canadian manufacturer,
When it becomes necessary for us to
go abroad we beliéve in a preference
which will give the mother country and

during the empanelling of the jury.

Many witnesses wer relatives and
‘neighbors of the pr(iyimer. All agreed
that' since last Mar he had become
a chaunged man, 'despondent,
and fearful of dying.

The evidence ot Drs. Blanchard and
Boynston, who attended prisoner last
spring, was very clear that he was
suffering from melancholy. The lat-
ter advised then that he be sent to a
sanitarium if a recovery was to be ex-
pected.

Dr. Warren, jail surgeon, under
whose care prisoner has becn since the
shooting, pronounced him ifsane, and
Dr. Bruce Sm th, inspector of jails and
asylums, and Dr. Beemer of Mimico
asyluin, accorded in the view of the
local physicians.

Evidence Was Clear. .

The whole' mass of evidence was so
&tear as to insanity: that Mr.'T. C.
Robinette, counsél* for prisoner, did
not think it necessary to address the
jury..

The ' Mongolian had on board 150
passengers, including several from To-
ronto. This afternoon the firsg intima-
tion of the collision reached/this city,
when Messrs H. and A. Allan recelved
a telegram from Fame Point stating
thdt the steamship’ Mongolian had
signalled that she had been in col-
lisieon with the freight ship Hurona,
and had been so seriously injured that
she was compelled to return at slow
speed to Quebec .with : her hundred
and fifty passengers.

Evidently the Hurona was not much
gamaged, as she was standing by the
Mongolian on' her " retufn trip. i The
Mongolian is a small passenger boat,
while the Hurona is one of the hbig-
gest freighters plying between Canada
and Great Britain.
