Protectionists do not argue that pro­

tective duties are never added to the 
price of goods, but they do most strongly 
object to the contention of free traders 
that the full duty is always added to the 
price. Sometime» the whole duty is 
added to the price; sometime» part of 
the duty is added; in many dhses the 
duty makes no difference in jjriee; and 
in some cases the price of an artide 
is actually lower on account of the pro­
tective duty than it would be without 
It. The price depends chiefly upon the 
extent to whibh home industries have 
been developed.

However, prices are commonly lower 
under a very high protective tariff than 
under a Jow protective tariff, or a tariff 
for revenue only- If the protection is 
not sufficient to develop a home Industry 
the full duty may be added to the price. 
Temporarily prices rpay be increased by 
a high protective tariff, but in a little 
while they come down if the country is 
naturally adapted for the successful 
prosecution of the industries which the 
tariff aims to encourage. - The history 
of tariff legislation in the United 
Germany and other countries shows con­
clusively that very high duties are much 
move effective in bringing down prices 
than low duties or moderate duties, 
simply because they quickly bring about 
the establishment of extensive home in­
dustries. The Canadian tariff as a whole 
has never been high compared with that 
of the United States and many other 
countries, but so far as we have gone in 
the direction of adequate protection for 
home industries our experience has been 
the same.

The Times cannot understand how the 
lowering of the protective duty can hurt 
the shirt and collar mamifheturers un­
less it forces them to lower their prices. 
A little illustration may make the mat­
ter clear. Suppose that three-fourths of 
the subscribers of The Times should de­
cide to drop that paper and subscribe for 
The World instead. The price of The 
'iTtoes might remain exactly the same, 
bur the profits of the proprietors would 
be greatly decreased and the wages of 
employes would probably be cut down.

The same law of profits applies with 
much greater force to the manufacture 
of collars and shirts than to the making 
of newspapers. A man may take two 
newspapers at the same time; many sub­
scribers of The Times do also read The
