The Injustice of 
this construction Is emphasized by the fact 
that because of the free exportation of logs 
from Canada a large amouut of money had 
been Invested In mills on the American side 
to manufacture the logs, and In plants on 
the Canadian side for cutting and handling 
the timber In addition to the amount paid 
the Government of Ontario for the timber itself.

Upon these conditions becoming known to 
American timber owners they memorialized 
the Government of the United States to 
make reclamation from Great Britain. Re­
presentations were made by the Uni tel 
States to the Government of Great Bri­
tain, but activity in this movement was 
deferred owing to the assembling of the 
Joint High Commission at Quebec, to whom 
the matter was referred by both Govern­
ments. The commission failed to reach an 
agreement, but Just prior to Its final ad­
journment a committee of the timber own­
ers, headed by Governor Rich of Michigan, 
came to Washington and asked the Secre­
tary of the Treasury to invoke the retali­
atory clause of the Dlngley bill which pro­
vided that If any country or dependency 
should Impose an export duty upon lpg»» he 
Secretary of the Treasury was authorized to 
impose an additional duty of that amount 
upon Canadian lumber.
