THE QUEEN'S SPEECH T0-DAY

Will Consist mxle Sentence,
and Foreigm RMelations Will Not
Be Mentioned.

London, Dec. 5.—The Queen’s speech to-
morrow will be the shortest on record. It
will consist of a single sentence announcing
that Parllament " has been summoned to
provide supplies for the army. The foreign
relations, which are not touched on in this
laconic message, will be fully dealt with in
the speech opening the February session.
