Rally Last Niglit Passed Resolutions
for Royal Commission and Liquor
Act— Convention To-Day.

Dr. Barr brought up ‘the question of |
temperance iegislation in the house
yesterday afternoon, and scored the!'
government on its attitude. He charg-,
ed that the Premier was trifling with
the temperance people, and that the
reason given by him for delaying the,
promised bill was merely another evi- |

dence of his intention to jolly a largei
body of the electors. The Premier's |

reply was to the effect that a bill had3

been prepared, but the Gamey lnvesti-!
gation had necessitated the absence of
the Provincial BSecretary from the
house during a large part of the ses-
sion ,and as Mr. Stratton has control
of the License Department, it was
found impossible for him to give that
attention to the question that it re-

quired.
Moved for a Return.

The subject was introduced when
Dr. Barr moved for a return of copies
of all eorrespondence between the gov-
ernment, any member, or department
thereof, and any person or persons re-
specting any temperance legislation
promised by the government in lhe\
speech from the throne.

Dr. Barr said he was impelled to
adopt this course in order to find ouf
what was the position of the govern- |
ment with respect to this great ques-
tion, The speaker went back several|
year® to show how the Liberal party
in Ontario had trifled with the prohi-
bitionists. He recalled that a deputa-
tion waited on the government, of
which the late Sir Oliver Mowat was,
the head and the present Premier a|
member. The deputation requested the
government to present a case to the
Privy Council in order to ascertain
the powers of the legislature in respect
to prohibitory legisiation. Sir Oliver
Mowat at that time declared that the
government was in favor of prohibi-
tion, and that as long as he occupied
the position of Premier he was ready
to go as far as the ascertained powers
of the province would permit. The
present Premier added that the deputa=~
tion might rest assured his colleagues
would go as far as they could. ile
had always been in favor of prohibi~
tion, and the moment the government
ceased to take that ground he would
cease to be a member, and the goveru-
ment which refused to go the full
length would be known by its epitaph.
Then the Manitoba bill was carried to
the Privy Council and the decision of
that court naturally elated the temper-
ance people, who again waited on the
Premier and secured the promise that
a bill would be brought down. True
to this promise, the government did
bring down a bill, but the dice were
8o loaded that it was impossible to
bring the measure into effect. |

Bargain With Ligquor Party, \\

Would the country ex-
pect them to bring down a measure so
important at eo late a season? The
government had merely postponed the
fulfilment of the promise made to the
temperance people, He would deal with
the question rationally and patiently,
and was willing to trust himself to
the good sense of the people, While
the motives of the temperance advy-
cates were good, they were not giving
the question the same.consideration us
the men who are responsible for legis-
lation. He would be very sorry if
any hasty action would prejudice such
an important question.

The Premier was not at all disap-

pointed in the result of the referen-
dym. It must have done a greaf deal
of good, and the expression of the
people given at the polls would assist
any government in promoting advauced
legislation. :

Not Sufiicient Reasons,

Mr. Crawford did not think the
House would be ready to accept the
reasons given by the Premier as suf-
ficient. The temperance people gener-
ally look to the Premier as the cham-
pion of the temperance cause in the
House, and could they have any con-
fidence in him, judging from the ex-
perience of the past?

“In fact, he's not ready to go as
far as I would go.” Mr. Clark claimed
the temperance people of Centre Bruce
had as much right to support him as
his opponent. Tt was nct fair to at-
tribute Mrl Stewart's defeat to the
fact that he signed the pledge of the
temperance people. He lost heavily in
one ward and slightly in another, but
the speaker lost in every other ward
because of that pledge.

BY WAY OF CANTDA.

How Many Immigrants Are Finding
a Way Into US,

Minneapolis, May 27. — The Whinni-
peg correspondent of The Journal says:
Local records would indicate that the
government is out a great deal of
money to shipping agents for immi-
grants who travel by way of Winni-
peg to the United States. During the
last three months, upwards of 1100
newly-arrived from FEurope have ap-
plied to the local American Board of
Inspection for permission to cross the
boundary, but, of this number, only
about 33 per cent. were allowed to
pass. The bulk, having diseases, or
being of an impoverished class, were
left on the Canadian soil

Is it the trick of the European agent
to induce immigrants of the impover-
ished or unhealthy class to come to
the United States by way of Canada,
under the pretence that they are com-
ing to this country for settlement?
Had the people rejected by the local
officers gone directly to an Americgn
port, they wculd have been promptly
sent back to_the country from which
they came, at the expense of the Ship-
ping Ccmpany which brought them
out. The American government is very
particular on this point.

The number of immigrants coming
by the way of Winnipeg for the Unit-
ed States is apparently increasing, as
already this month 500 have applied
to the local office of the American gov-
ernment for admittance.
