He was
interrupted by rounds of applause many
times during his address and was
cheered at the close.

The reception which His Excellency
received when he arose to speak seemed
to touch him deeply. He said that Cana-
dians were noted for their warm-
heartedness and generosity to strang-
érs, but the reception which he had re-
ceived far surpassed his most canguine
expectations. He took his welcome to-
day, as the representative of the King,
as a recognition of that spirit which
has already accomplished so much and
is a deep and true significance of what
we feel in being joint members of the
great British Empire.

“I feel I have not a sufficient gift of
language to adequately convey that
feeling which is the predominating feel-
ing of the Old Country today, which is
to tpank the dominions which in our
hour of need willingly sent their men.”

His excellency touched on the place
which the war occupies in our life to-
day. The war, he said, is one of which
the pé&ple of Canada had no knowledge
of the sequency of events from which it
arose. It was a long way removed from
the social and political life of Canada.

The British Empire presented many
difficult problems, and this perhaps was
a greater problem to other countries
than to ourselves. It was confidently
anticipated hy our enemies that the
signal had but to be given and the
mother country would be powerless and
that the young and vigorous, growing
Dominions would take the earliest op-
portunity to break the shackles which
bound them togéther. Many of their
caleulations haye fallen to the ground,
but none more so than their hopes for
the decadence of the Empire.

Ties WIll Last Forever.

The governor-general pointed to the
fact that there was no power in Great
Britain to make Canada, New Zealand,
Australia and South Africa send a
man and they would not have been
asked fora man nor a cent. He spoke
with pride of the wonderful messages
which flashed across the wires when
the entry of the mother country into
the war was announced. It was an im-
mediate answer to the enemies calcula-
tions. :

“Those ties,” said his excellency,
wgre difficult to define: call them
sentimental if you like. but they are
the strongest that could be made, and
will last until the end of time.” [

PENSIONS GIVEN
AGED MINISTERS
ARE CONDEMNED

Tod lnadequéte, Declares the
Convener of Special Commit-
tee in Presenting Report.

HONOR ASSEMBLY CLERK

Resolution of Appreciation Is
Passed to Venerable Offi-
cial, Dr. Campbell.

Theé major part of the farenoon's
sederunt of the General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church was devoted
to the report of the committee on the

Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fuﬁd' sub-
mitted by the convener, J. . Mac-
Donald of Toronto, and associated with
which an urgent appeal was made to
the church for more adequate provis-
ion for the fund to insure security for
faithful ministers of the church in
the vears of age and infirmity.

“1f we don't hold faith with our
aged men, the spirit of the fund is
lost,” declared Rev. S. A. ‘Woods, B.
A., of Rivertield, Quebec, in connection
with a specific cage .brought before the
assembly, that of a minister advanced
in years who has two sons overseas,
and who has paid into the fund for 41
years. The statement was made by
Mr. Woods that because 21 years of
this minister's service has been given
under the auspices of the Bible Society
following 20 years in the Presbyterian
church, notwithstanding the fact that a
large part of the 21 years he has been
preaching in Presbyterian churches, it
has been decided that he shall only re-
ceive $210 instead of the $400 expected
on the basis of length of service.

Mr. Macdonald stated that in connec-
tion with this specific case there were
cireumstances which had not been ex-
plained to the assembly.

‘As the hour of the noon-time prayer
had arrived, the moderator gave his de-
cision that business should be suspended
until the afternoon to give time for the
devotional half-hour, in face of the
fact that there was manifest desire on
the part of the commissioners to get
through with the business.

$500,000 Fund Desired.

With regard to the report, Mr. Mac-
Donald stated that during the year
the capital fund has ®een increased by
the sum of $9,299 g bequests, dona-
tions and ministers’ rates bring the
total up to $404,599. The committee
has set as an objective to be achieved
in the near future, increase of the
capital to the half million dgllar mark.
Contributions from congregations were
in advance of those of the previous
vear, $19,830, as compared with $18,-
545 in "916.

Presenting the report of the Presby-
terian record committee, Rev. Dr. Eph-
raim Scott, secretary and editor, re-
ferred to the increased cos! of produc-
tion during the past year, Pwing to the
fact that labor and paper have been
higher than in any previous year, and
as there was no corresponding increase
in the low subscription price,
thirty cents, for the Record, the
expenditure exceeded the income. The
receipts for the year were $18,176 and a
balance of $1,830, the expenditure
$19,481, leaving a balance of $859..

If the reduction during the year is
not sufficient to balance accounts, the
committee asked permission of the Gen-
eral Assembly to authorize the omissfon
of the colored cover, increase by five
cénts the subscription price, or to issue
the July and August numbers as one
number. This was left to the discretion
of the committee.

Editor’s Silver Jubllee.

In connection with the presentation
of the report of the record committee,
congratulations were extended Dr. Scott
upon achieving his sNver jubilee as
editor and manager, and hearty appre-
ciation expressed of his services to the
church in this capacity. The resolution
was moved by Rev. W. D. Reid of
Montreal, seconded by Rev. S. A.
Woods.

A resolution of appreciation of the
convener of the committee, Rev. Dr.
Robert Campbell of Montreal, the ven-
erable clerk of the assembly, was
moved by Rev. Dr. W. D. Lee of Mill-
brook, seconded by Walter Paul of
Montreal, and congratulations extended
to him upon the approach of his 82nd
birthday. Referring to this, the mod-
erator, Rev. Dr. Fletcher, commented:
“It is more like presenting a loyal ad-
dress to the King than anything else.”

Replying, Dr. Campbell said: ‘“How
can I thank the asembly for further ex-
pression of benevolence towards_mo?
But I hadn’t expected to be associated
with royalty.”

“It was never beyond the Campbells
of the old land to be assoclated with
royalty,” retorted Dr. Fletcher amid
laughter.

Associated with resolutions of appre- |

ciation, Rev. Dr. Milne of Ottawa drew
attention to the valued services ren-
dered each year to the assembly by Rev.
Mr. Wilkins, and proposed in connection
with registration that the church recog-
nize these services by a honorarium
of $100. The approval with which this
met was manifested by hearty applause.

Rev. Dr. Somerville reported the
answers made by presbyteries in re-
gard to three questions sent down to
them from the General Assembly -of
1917 to pass upon.

Keep Present Number.

The proposal to reduce the represen-
tation in assembly to one in ten in-
stead of one in six members of presby-
teries, the present representation was
voted down. A recommendation to re-
tain retired ministers on presbytery rolls
under the barrier act was carried. An
