Mr. Hugo Gorlitz, Joint Manager - of
Paderewski, is Just Back From
the Transvaal,

HOW OUTLANDERS ARE TREATED

Officials, From Kruger Down, Rob
Everybody—No Brotherly Love
in a Boer Make-Up.

Buffalo, N.Y., Jan, 25.—Hugo Gorlitz of
London, England, joint manager for M.
Paderewski, the planist, and who has but
recently returned from the Transvaal
after a lengthy stay in’tbut Republic, wus
interviewed tc-day by a representative of
The Commercial as to watters Iu Presi-
dent Kruger's land.

Mr, Qorlits spoke Indignantly of the
manner in which the Ultlanders were treat-
ed by the Boers in Johunnesburg, saying
that the zarps (the policemen) were armed,
and shot down the Ultlanders upon the
slightest provocation, sometimes, appareni-
ly, without provocation. The British resi-
dents, he said, were subjected to constant
insult from the policemen and other muni-
cipal employes, insults from which they
have no redress. Practically, they were un-
der subjection.

_ Streets Kept Filthy,

“A pecullarity of the country,” sald Mr,
Gorlitz, “‘is that the English build beautiful
bouses in the clties, and the municipal
authotrities take no care of the streets, so
that they are in a filthy, unsanitary condi-
tion, 2

**The appearance of the streets Is fright-
ful,” sawa he, “because the money put
aside for municipa: purposes, mosty sup-
phied by the Ucianaers, 'is put into the
pockets of the ofnciuls. There 1s no clean-
g ot the streets, no improvements of road-
Wuys, ’ §

Liguor Trade Rank,

““One of the greatest crimes laid at the
Boers’' door,” conunued the speaker, s
that they put the vilest of liquor into_the
way of the natives. One prominent firn
there, manufacturing, quantities of the
fiery stuff, is annually puttiug large sums

Boers Are Not God-Fearing.

“As far as the Boers being a God-fearing
people is concerned, they snow it only by
buiiding a iot of churches, but not in their
actions. One of the first principles of
Chnsuanity s love for one's neighpors, a
spirit in which the Boers are utteriy lack-
ing. They do not tolerate any other re-
hgwn than tbeir own,-a kind of Unitarian-
ism. No man who professes a creed other
than theirs is alloyed to hold oftice.

Boers Are Silave-Drivers.

‘“The Boers are also slave-drivers, If
the Boers win in this struggle, which seems
impossible, they will instuntly re-establish
slavery in South Africa.

All Stories the Same,

“I don’t beliéve any one has visited the
Transvaal recently,” continued Mr. Gor-
litz impressively, "‘who does not share my
opinion in regard to the condition of affairs
there and the culpubility of the Boers, uniess
possibly he is directly or indiréctly in the
pay of the Transvaal Government,

British KForced Into War.

“The British have met with reverses, it is
true, but one man entrenched can "keep
ten men at bay, and the British have been
terribly handicapped. 'Lhe British did not
prepare for war, did not, in my *opinion,
expect war, They were forced into it,

Boers Will Be Vanquished,

“I do not belleve the war will be of long
duration, It is inevitable that the Boers will
in the end be utterly vanquished by the
British, When that comes, the natura}
question §s, what will be vhe future of the
I'ransvaal? Not that country alome, but
all of South Africa offers endléss oppor-
tunities in mining and agricultural indus-
tries. It is one of the finest countries in
the world, and is capable of high cuitlva-
tion. Its resources, outside of the great
golkd mines, are tremendous. It can be de-
veloped . and civilized Into a magnificent
country, one of the most valuable of the
British ' colonies, not egualing Austraila,
Possibly, but proving a priceless possessiou.

Natives Loyal to England,

“But the country is principally valuable
to make the connection between Natal and
Rhodesia. The natives are loyal to Eng-
land, feeling that Great Britain s their
friend. 'T'hey have been. oppressed by the
Boers so lonf that they will hail British
rule with delight.

“The extermination of the Boers as a
nation is inevitable,” sald Mr, Gorlitz, o
conclusion, “‘but it may be that the Boers
who are left will settle down and become
good colonists and God-fearing people.”

RUSKIN'S REMAINS AT REST.

Deposited in Coniston Cemetery
Amid Solemnity—Memorial Serv-
ice in Westminster Abbey.
London, Jan. 25.—The remains of John
Ruskin, which were removed from Brent-
wood yesterday, were interred at Coniston
tnis afternoon amid universal signs of sad-
ness, and with a ceremonial typically rural.
The coffin was hidden beneath a mass ot
bleoms, including a floral tribute from the
Queen.  The body was laild in a grave lincd
with white tiles and close, according to Mr.

Ruskin’s desire, to the last resting place -t
the three Miss Beevers, to whom he had
oadressed his famous Brentwood letters.
All parts of the country were represented
at the grave side.

A memorial service in honor of Mr. Rus-
kin was held in Westminster Abbey this
morning, and was largely attended.
