Then there was a lull and 
the headquarters of the Toronto Red 
Cross displayed a disheartened and 
almost despairing atmosphere. “Then 
the papers took it up,” said Mrs- 
Hicks to The World yesterday. “They 
stood behind us splendidly and told 
the people how anxious we were and 
the numbers who responded after 
that included people from all kinds 
of business-houses, factories, and 
stores and even a. little newsboy. It 
became a real educative campaign. 
Yesterday we sent the last cases. We 
had 10 women here packing and three 
men hammering. We got 8624—even 
more than we asked.".

Every stocking represented a mini­
mum average of $1.50, so anyone who 
Wishes to calculate the value will find 
it somewhere in the neighborhood of 
$13.000. The offering, however, means 
much more than this for it represents 
Christmas cheer and Christmas greet­
ing to nearly 9000 men. many of 
whom would have been left without 
a message from Canada were it not 
for the thought and work of the Red 
Cross contingent.
