He had no
merita of his own to distinguish him—no weather-
beaten, powder-blackened ensign to exhibit, which
he had borne gallantly ip many a glorious field—
mo soldier’s clasp, no hacked sword, no order or
mark of honor, no testiinonial of official or diplo-
matic service, no place, no corner, in the avermzes
of art or science—and yet this manis elected, they
say, by the universal voice of France, first, to
something like a perpetual presidentship, and se-
condly, in a few months after, to be Kmperor of
France—hereditary emperor, too, in the wmale line
of his own descent, or failing that, to his adopled
heir male in the Bonapartean line.

We shall not inquire into the truth of the asser-
ted or assumed popularity of Lows Napoleon. At
the present time it is impossible to ascertain, with
any approach to accuracy, the real opinions of a
large majority of the French people. 'Where there
is no llberty of the press—whcre public opinion is
under ban and bar—where a police constable can
enter any house he pleases, at ull hours of the
day or night, open desks, break locks, ransack
every hole and nook of one’s dwelling, inspect and
carry off what books, papers, letters, or anything
else he pleases, without let, hindrance, explana-
tion, or the slightest chance of redress—it is an ab-
solute mockery to tell us that, where this is' done,
the people can, with any shade of decency or jus-
tice, be called a free people, or have any mental or
social privileges superior to those of Cuban or Bra-
zilianslaves.  We, consequently, pass by, as in-
admissible, either for or against our argument, the
allegation of independent action, or free choice, on
the part of the French people, in regard to the im.
perial election.

But supposing that this free choice is proved —
what then? The conclusion is obviously this. Be
it madness—be it a prelude of jll(f!g‘;rxent—be ita
momentary and delusive dream of dawning glory | , !
