Still, he 
continues, it cannot be assumed that the 
crisis is permanently passed, although 
the Roumanians now hold the passes 
strongly and have spread panic among 
the enemy by rolling down on them 
from the mountains barrels of flame.

The Germans and Austrians now 
have twelve to fourteen divisions on the 
Transylvanian front and probably will 
continue sending reinforcements so long 
as the weather permits operations in this 
mountainous region.

More than a fortnight has passed since 
the Roumanians had to withdraw before 
this strong force and the enemy has Lot 
attained his aim. The Carpathians have 
become the tomb of thousands of the 
enemy and the impetuous attacks of the 
Bavarian Highlanders have been repuls- 
ed with enormous losses.

Petrograd, Oct. 21—An attack on the 
Russo-Roumanian lines in Dobrudja by 
Field Marshal Von Mackensen’s forces 
yesterday resulted in the defenders los­
ing the village of Kokardja. Later at­
tacks on the Entente lines in the same 
region were repulsed.

London, Oct. 21—The British on the 
Somme front have made additional head­
way in their push toward Bapaume 
along the main road from Albert, mak­
ing a gain of ground near Butte de War- 
lencourt. They also successfully raided 

trenches south of Neuve Chap-

London, Oct. 21—While General Von 
Falkenhayn’s troops, who are attempt­
ing to invade Roumania through the 
Carpathians, have made little "progress 
during the last forty-eight hours, Field 
Marshal Von Mackensen has struck 
heavily in Dobrudja. His offensive ex­
tends along the whole front from the 
Danube to the Black Sea.

According to advices thhs far received, 
his only success has been some slight 
gains on the Black Sea side, but it is 
believed here that this battle is only in 
its early stages. Meanwhile the Gyimes 
and Oituz Passes in the Transylvanian 
Alps continue the main points in the 
Austro-German efforts from Transyl­
vania. In the Gyimes Pas the invaders 
have reached Gosoasa, twelve miles from 
the frontier in Roumanie, but in the 
Oitue Pass they have been driven back 
to the frontier.
