WHAT MEASURE PROVIDES
In a general way, the proposed legis­

lation provides that any company in 
Canada may enter upon an agreement 
with the federal government for the 
construction of coking plants which will 
use exclusively Canadian coal, and the 
legislation provides a penalty of $1 
ton for every ton of coke made from 
other than Canadian coal. The prices 
at which the coke Is to be sold to 
Canadian consumers will be fixed by 
the Dominion Fuel Board.

While Alberta coal might conceiv­
ably be utilized in this plan in On­
tario the cost of transportation of that 
coal to Ontario would make the plan 
almost impracticable. In Eastern Can­
ada, however, it is known that the gov­
ernment looks for large benefits to ac­
crue from this plan to the Canadian 
people, not only in the cheapening of 
their fuel but also to the coal proddeers 
themselves in the Maritime Provinces.

SAINT JOHN TO BE FIRST. ROWIt Is believed that the first place to 
take advantage of this legislation will 
be Saint John with its proximity to the 
coal producing area and with its oppor­
