Governor Orders
Flogging Stopped

‘Probes Punishment at New Hampshire

State School

Manchester, N. H., July 29—Reports
in circulation recently alleging abuse of
inmates at the Industrial School, a state
institution for the improvements of
boys and girls, in this city, called forth
comments from Governor Bartlett,
Councillor John G. Whelpley, and the

| superintendent of the school, Vernon B.
' Backus.

Governor Bartlett said that the prac-
tice of flogging had been customary for
fifty years and he had ordered it stop-
ped.

‘““The superintendent is no more to

| blame than any of his predecessors,” said

the governor. “I do not intend to bring
charges against him. I have seen the
room in which the boys are flogged and
the instruments used. 1 have been told
that in some instances the clothing of

i the boys was removed when they were

flogged. 1 understand that the punish-
ment is left entirely to the whim of the
superintendent and the officials, and the
boys are flogged whenever the officials
think they should be”

Mr. Whelpley, a member of the gov-
ernor’s council, and thereby a member
of the board of trustees of the industrial
school, said: ‘““I’ie charges of wholesale

. punishment of the inmates of the indus-

trial school are three weeks old, they
have been investigated, and 1 do not feel
that they were well founded.”

Superintendent Backus said: “Since [
took charge of the industrial school in
Seplember, 1917, flogging has been re-
duced one-half. The smaller boys are
spanked with the open hand, and in the
case of the larger boys a rubber tubing
is used over their clothing. They are
never punished on their bare skin. I de-
fy any one to show abuse through flog-
ging.”

One of the former trustees said:—"I
believe Mr. Backus has been a mudel
superintendent. Not a single complaint
was made to the last board of trustees,

or to me personally, regarding any cruel-
ties alleged to have been practiced at
the school. I talked with the inmates
on many occasions, often visited the
school unannounced, and not once did I
learn anything that savored of cruelty or
abuse.”

Mr. Backus came to Machester from
Lynn, Mass.,, where he had been for
nine years in charge of manual training
in the public schools.

Chess Masters
Sail For England

New York, July 29—Bound for Has&s
ings, England, to take part in the tenth
tournament of his career, Jose R. Ca-
pablanca of Havana, holder of the Pan-
American chess championship, sailed on
board the Cunard Line steamship
Aquitania, on which Boris Kostich,
Serbian master, was also a passengear
bound on the same errand. The Vic-
tory Tournament of the British Chess
Federation will be the first contest of
real international importance held in
Europe since the sudden outbreak of the
war in the midst of the Mannheim mas-
ters’ tournament.

It will be Capablanca’s third appear-
ance among the Furopean masters, but
his task is expected to be much easier,
because of the enforced absence, under
the rules, of so many continental experts.
Me made his debut abroad at San Sebas-
tian, in 1911, when he carried off the
first prize, and in 1914, at St. Peters-
burg, he was placed second to Dr. Em-
anuel Lasker, the world’s champion, who
surpassed him by a fare half point.

The other toarnaments, wherein Capa-
blanca figured, were played in New
York and Havana. Invariably he was
either first or second, his record compris-
ing six first prizes and three second
prizes. On two occasions, including that
at Havana, he took second place to Frank
J. Marshall, the United States cham-
pion, who will be absent from Hastings,
where the late Harry F. Pillsbury, a
former United States champion, astonish-
ed the chess world by capturing highest
honors in 1895 from a field inclading Dr.
Lasker, Dr. Tarrasch, Steinits, Tschigor-
in, and Schlechier
