Steadily Worse

Austrians

Retreating  Under In-
creasing Pressure

Munitions Expected to Give Out
—More Towns Captured by
Allies and Heights on Left Bank
of Piave Won

Italian Headquarters on the Piaves
Qct. 29—(By the Associated Press)—
Austrian forces are retreating unden
ever-increasing pressure and it is felt
that the attack against the enemy will
become overwhelming as soon as the en-
tire Allied force can enter the action.

With three successive days of fine
weather, an extremely large body of
troops, with supplies, has crossed the
pontoons over the Piave. It is e)q)ectig
that the Austrian munition supply wilk
give out. There are indications that the
enemy's heavy artillery is being with-
drawn_in an effort to save the big guns.

The latest reports show the Austrians
retreating steadily to save themselves in
the Piave district where 150 guns and
1,000 additional prisoners were captured
today. Monte Grappa has been at
violently by the enemy, however, but the
action resulted in his repulse.

King Victor Emmanuel visited the res
conquered territory today. The corre-
spondent saw him helping to straighten
out traffic in a crowded road over which
Italian troops and thousands of Austriam
prisoners were passing. The Italians
cheered the king, who smiled and shook
hands with the Italian soldiers nearest
him. ‘

More than 20,000 prisoners have
captured since the attack began.

'Wrest Heights From Enemy

“The enemy, attacked frontally by the
eighth and twelfth armies and threaten=
ed on his flank by the tenth army, has
been forced to abandon the heights om
the left bank of the Piave; and, hard
pressed by our troops, is retreating.
