Cologne, Germany, Nov. 8—It is report-
ed in Sofia, Bulgaria, that the Porte has
proposed to Bulgaria to begin peace ne-
gotiatione without the mediation of the
powers, according to a despatch to the
Cologne Gazette.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 8—The Russian
government has decided to retain allthe
time-expired soldiers of the Russian army
in active service with their regiments
until next spring. This places tthe Rue-
gian army practically on a war footing,
as the order affects several hundred thous-
and men whose places (would, in the or
dinary course, have been taken by the
same number of recruits who have just
been called up.

It je announced that the government
has taken this step as the best means of
preventing war, and it is thoaght that
this can mean only that the government

Hawthorne and One of His Men Let
go by Commission as Result of In-

Fredericton, N. B., Nov. 8—As a result
of revelations made at a meeting of the
city police commission last evening, Chief
Hawthorne has been removed from office
and Policeman McCollom, of St. John, has
been appointed in his place, and will take
up his duties on next Monday. Policeman
George Finnamore, now away on vacation,
has been dropped from the force, but the
other three member will be given a trial.

At the meeting last' night the members
of the force appeared and acknowledged
the truth of charges preferred against
them. They admitted that they had often
vigited barrooms in uniform and had
been supplied with liquor free of charge,
and they had also been under the influ-
ence on duty. Chief Hawthorne admitted
that there was lack of discipline in the
force, but eaid that he had done the best
he could under the circumstances. The
commission held its sitting behind closed
doors, while hundreds of citizens clamored
for admiseion.
