The reason assigned today for the 
strike is that the men’s demands for 
a minimum wage of «1,260 have not 
been entertained. The Government has 
granted that no salaries will be reduc­
ed pending a revision and inasmuch as 
the whole trouble developed over a cut 
in the bonus, reducing the income from 
last year in some cases, it is felt that 
this fact should be sufficient to over­
come the difficulty.

This seems to be the prevailing view 
around parliament. Opinions expressed 
freely in various quarters this meriting 
were that the country should not tier 
n\it the tie-up of a most essential util­
ity and that whatever extremity ot 
action is necessary to prevent or over­
come a strike should be taken. The 
Government’s position, briefly, is that 
if the men refuse to accept the guaran­
tee of no reduction in salaries, go on 
strike, they will not be reinstated but 
their positions will beMled. While there ; 
will be no difficulty in getting enough 
men, serious dislocation may be caused 
owing to lack of experience unless part 
of the staffs remain on duty. It is 
anticipated that the Seniors whose pen­
sion rights would be involved m a 
strike will stick to their posts.

London, June 19.—An offi* 
cial bulletin issued by the Labor 
Party declares the assassination 
of the Italian Socialist, Deputy 
Matteotti, is “a definite step 
towards civil war in Italy.”

The bulletin reveals that 
Matteotti escaped from Italy 
recently without a passport, and 
visited Labor headquarters here 
a month before his death, ex­
plaining his views fully to Brit­
ish Labor leaders. It says that 
Matteotti apparently has se­
cured evidence that Fascisti min­
isters were corrupt and had sold 
public property to private indus­
trial groups.
Will Mussolini Resign?

It is inferred that the deputy carried 
documents incriminating Fascismo when 
he was murdered.

“Matteotti’s murder reveals to. the 
world the methods of Fascism,” the 
bulletin concludes.

Berlin, June 19.—The resignation of 
Premier Mussolini is believed to be 
imminent, according to a special de­
spatch to the newspaper Vorwaerts 
from its Rome correspondent.
