“It was my intention to give some
publicity in the near future to this
matter. The difficulty appears itol
consist in the selecting of experts who
will have the entire confidence of the
community, both from experience and
the result of their examination.

“I have for some time been endeav-
oring to get in touch with at least one
suitable person. A name has been
submitted and I have asked for further
information in regard to his qualifi-
cation. :

“The publicly expressed desire for
such | investigation will materially
strengthen the hands of the city gov-
ernment in undertaking it.

“The city assessment law might at
the same time be gone into, although
that requires expert opinion of another
character, in all probability.”
