He urged that the assent of 
the crewn should be given to the bait 
act of 1906, that the colony should not 
be fettered by any modus vivendi in 
carrying out laws approved by It, 
and the home government should pro­
ceed to defend the rights of Ameri­
can citizens under the treaty of 1818 
which he declared Newfoundland did 
not want to limit in any way. 

y Sir Robert pleaded earnestly with 
the Earl of Elgin, secretary of state 
for the colonies, that "if we lose the 
fishing Industry, we lose everything. 
Unless you do something for us, 
something to enable us to retain the 
means of subsistence, we shall starve.”

Upon the Earl of Elgin replying to 
the effect that the government was 
unable to do wrong, the premier of 
Newfoundland jumped to his feet and 
exclaimed: "This is a gross humilia­
tion and neglect which you would not 
dare to offer to a colony powerful 
enough to give effect to its resent­
ment. it is most unjust, and I re­
peat again that you are deliberately 
neglecting us for the sake of American 
interests.”

The flsh were spring salmon, 
were brought to the harbor and land­
ed at the wharf behind Findley, Dur­
ham & Brodie’s warehouse. Here they 
were brought into the shed and were 
put through the process known as mild 
curing. After being thoroughly wash­
ed and cut open salt is sprinkled 
through them, and they were then 
packed in barrels to be kept in cold 
storage. The major portion of the 
catch will be shipped to Germany, 
where the demand for the commodity 
is great.

The other companies which operate 
in the neighborhood of Sooke are also 
becoming very active. This morning 
the Capital City Canning Company 
commenced to drive the piles for its 
traps. These will stretch from Sooke 
to Otter Point and onwards as far as 
Sherringham Point, and along this line 
of coast many traps will be placed. 
Owing to the fine weather the driving 
of the traps will be a comparatively 
easy task at present, and they will be 
ready for the big runs of the flsh 
which are expected next month.

J. H. Todd & Son are putting in four 
traps along the coast this season.

The B. C. Packers’ Association is es­
tablishing four traps along the same 
coast lirçe, and these will also be in 
operation soon.. This year, taken all 
round, there will not be so manjr traps

tabllshed as in previous seasons. 
The A. B. C. Cannera’ Company will 
operate, and it is understood that this 
company will establish a trap on this 
side of Race Rocks.

The B. C. Canning Company, which 
holds the distinction of being the first 
to lift a trap this year, is operating 
over a district which extends from Al­
bert Head to Boulder Point. Mr. Mess, 
who is interested in this company, 
stated that he did not think the 
catiçhés would be very great this year.

The following is an extract from the 
order in council passed at Ottawa early 
this mdhth dealing with the fishery 
regulations of the province:

<1) That section 42 of clause l of the 
fishery regulations of the province of 
British Columbia, established by order 
in council 1st May, 1900, be amended by 
the addition of the following words:

Provided that each bona fide fisherman, 
who held a salmon fishery license prior to 
January 1st, 1907, and being a British 
subject resident along the Fraser river, 
east of, or above. New Westminster 
bridge ,or a resident in the city of New 
Westminster, shall be entitled to receive 
a special non-transferable license to fish 
in the waters of the Fraser river between 
Mission bridge an- New Westminster 
bridge. Such license shall bear conspicu­
ously across its face the words, “This 
license valid between Mission bridge and 
New Wes’.minster bridge,” and such li­
cense shall also be valid and. may be 
used below New Westminster bridge.

It shall be a condition of any such li­
cense that the licensee shall strictly ob­
serve the weekly close time and other 
close time enforced within the limits, 
named, vis., between Mission bridge and 
New Westminster bridge. The penalty for 
a contravention of this section will be 
the cancellation of the license, and the 
name of the holder thereof shall be re­
moved from the list of fishermen eligible 
to receive such special license.

(2) That section 9 of the fishery regula­
tions for the province of British Colum­
bia, established by order-in-council 1st 
May, 1900, as amended by order-in-council 
11th July, 1905, be amended by the addi­
tion of the following words:

Provided also that in the years 1907, 
1908, 1910, 1911 and 1912, known as “off” or 
poor years, no one shall fish for sockeye 
salmon east of, or above, New Westmins­
ter bridge, Fraser river, with nets of 
which the meshes are less than 5% inches 
in extension measurement (and common­
ly called sockeye nets) from 6 a. m. on 
Saturday to 6 a. m. on the Monday follow­
ing, during the following periods, viz., 
from 1st July to 25th August, both days 
inclusive.

(3) That section 19 of the fishery regula­
tions for the province of British Colum­
bia, established by order*in-council 3rd 
March 1894, be amended to read as fol­
lows :

Nc license shall be granted to any com­
pany, firm or fisherman, or person, unless 
each member of such company, fir 
each fisherman or person is a British sub­
ject, and such company, firm or fisher­
man or person must be the actual owner 
or owners of the business, nets, boats and 
fishing gear for which the licenses are 
granted, and all salmon caught shall be 
frozen, canned, salted, cured or smoked 
in the province of British Columbia 
fore being exported. Provided that tal- 
mon fresh or on ice ‘ may be shipped for 
Immediate consumption in Canada.

No person shall can salmon imported in­
to the province of British Columbia from 
any place outside that province, and t.ny 
raw or fresh salmon so Imported for the 
purpose of being canned in the province 
of British Columbia shall be liable to 
seizure and confiscation.

Closing of traps during weekly or other 
legal close time.

(O All salmon traps or pound nets shall 
be closed by a small meshed apron placed 
across the entrance^ to the heart or first 
enclosure of the trap net or pound, such 
apron shall extend from the surface of 
the water to the sea bottom, where the 
trap is located, and shall be connected 
securely to the webbing or piles on either 
side of the entrance to the heart of such 
trap or pound nets, so as to effectually 
exclude all salmon and prevent their 
trance during the legal close1 times or 
periods.

FEW PEOPLE PRESENT
AT HAYWOOD TRIALYOUNG MAN ENDS PLOTTERS HAD MADE

CAREFUL PREPARATIONSHIS LITE IN RIVER
So Far Citizens of Boise Have Taken 

Little Interest in the 
, Case.

Companions Believe He Was Hyp­
notized By the Rushing Waters 

Beneath Him.

Plot Accidentally Discovered and 
Many Arrests Have Been 

Made in Capital.

Boise, Idaho, May 16,—With ten men 

in the box who have been passed for 
cause by both the prosecution and de­
fence, the trial of Wm. D. Haywood, 
secretary and treasurer of the West­
ern Federation of Miners, charged with 
the murder of former Governor Frank 
Steunenberg, of Idaho, to-day enters 
upon its fourth day. The morning ses­
sion will be taken up with the qualifi­
cation of two men necessary before the 
work of examination preliminary to 
pre-emptory challenging begins. It is 
though probable that the box will be 
filled during the morning session, but it 
is not likely that more than two or 
three of the present occupants will be 
retained.

Counsel for the defence and prose­
cution admitted to the Associated 
Press to-day that the chances for re­
taining more than three or four of the 
talesmen so far examined were small, 
in fact one of the counsel said that he. 
expects not more than three of the 
present occupants of the box will be 
accèpted. Under the rules of practice 
fh the Idaho courts when a seat is va­
cated Tor cause or under pre-emptory 
challenge the seat is filled by a tales­
man who has not been examined for 
.cause, or he must fully' qualify before 
,the next is reached.

The* attendance in the court room 
yesterday was even smaller than that 
of the preceding day. There was' no 
crowd outside to see jurors or prison­
ers as they passed from or to the court 
house. On no day has there been seen 
in the court room any really prominent 
merchant or citizen other than the 
jurymen or witnesses. This condition 
is explained only by a strong desire 
to avoid anything that would tend to 
arouse the public to a discussion of the 
case before the jury has been selected.

Haywood takes a keen interest in the 
work of selecting the jury. He sits 
within six feet of the chair occupied by 
juror No. 6 and immediately beside Mr. 
Richardson, his leading counsel. His 
youngest daughter sits in the chair to 
the right and between him and his 
wife, who every morning and afteri^oon 
is wheeled into the court room in an 
invalid chair. The girl is constant in 
her attention to her father. If he con­
sults too long with his attorneys she 
pinches his big fingers or lays her 
hands on his shoulders. Mrs. Hay- 
woods pays close attention to the trial.

Whose Genus Cannot Be Discovered Is

Among the first catch of salmon

New York, May 15.—Both the repre­
sentatives of the trans-Atlantic steam­
ship companies and the striking long­
shoremen maintain their firm stand to­
day so that the great dock strike seems 
no nearer a settlement than it did a 
week ago.

The steamship men declare they are 
moving freight and ships that must be 
speedily handled with the aid of the 
non-union men they have secured, and 
that the longshoremen will soon be 
tired of the strike and return to work.
