VISIT TO POINTS ON v
THE UPPER COAST

Hon. Mr. Templeman Finds
Business Booming in His
Constituency.

Prince Rupert, Aug, 9.—Hon. Wm,
Templeman returned after a trip to
Stéwart, on the Portland Canal, and
the Queen Charlotte Islands. Board-
ing the Dominion hydrographic survey
steamer Lillooet, the minister left last
Monday and reached Stewart at the
head of Portland Canal, on Tuesday
morning. There he met a number of
the mining men and settlers, who urg-
ed upon him the desirability of a
wharf, which, at the present time, is
one of Stewart’s pressing necessities.
The syggestion is that the Dominion
goverpment construct a wharf to con-
nect with the one which the provincial
government is now undertaking and
thus facilitate the landing of machinery
for the very promising mineral proper-
ties a few miles back of Stewart. Hon.
Mr., Templeman promised to take the
matter up with the government without
délay, appreciating the importance of
leaving no stone unturned to contribute
to the minéral development of the dis-
trict.

The mining men of Stewart proudly
claim that’ they have one of the most
encouraging camps on the continent. In
support of that boast they exhibit
splendid specimens of copper ore taken
from the properties of the Redcliffe,
Stewart and Portland Canal . -Mining
companies.  Their present difficulty,
aside from the lack of wharf facilities,
is the need of adequate roads from the
minés to the bay, which, not beihg un-
usually formidable, from an engineer-
ing standpoint, should soon bé over-
come. Considerable has been wriiten
of Stewart in the last few months, and
some of this has reached far away
Shefffeld, from which a large machin-
ery firm promptly dispatched a travel-
ler to tty to land some orders, while
represéntatives of industrial concerns
in British Columbia have begun to in-
clude ‘Stewart in their lists of ports of
call. It is no picnic to réach Stewart
just now, as the steamship service is
very irregular and uncertain. Gasoline
launches are popular in good weather,
but a hundred odd miles in a tofrent of
rain is quite a different proposition.

Returning from Stewart’ Hon. Mr.
Templenman paid a visit“té John Wal-
lace’s cannery on the Naas. Mr, Wal-
lace ‘was In very good spirits because
he had already put up 12,000 cases of
salmon and was looking forward to a
pack of 15,000, a record breaker on the
Naas, - £

The Lillooet, after a short stay at
- Port Simpson, then returned to Rupert,
only to start out again for the Queen
Charlotte Islands. The first point vis-
ited by Hon, Mr. Templeman was I1keda
Bay, where an energétic Japanese nam-
ed Ikeda, backéd by Japanese capital-
ists, furnished an object lesson of en-
terprise, economy and thoroughness. He
has shipped a good many thousands of
tons of ore—copper carrying gold and
\ silver—and has a capital plant. Em-
ploying Japanese labor he has been
able to keep in hand his wage bill and
devote considerable capital to the de-
velopment of his property. Unfortu-
nately, his backers require all ‘their
resources for other enterprises and
Ikeda desires to sell. He is now nego-
tiating with some Scottish capitalists
and the property will likely change
hands. The amount involved is said to
be $200,000. Ikeda and some of his men
live in the old river steamer Dawson,
which they have converted into a house
containing living rooms and a general
store,

At Collison Bay there are a number
of copper properties in which develop-
ment is-being carried on by Walter H.
Parsons, who was formerly engaged in
mining in Mexico. Jedway was also
visited and the minister was accorded
a  hearty reception by the settlers.
There also, or & short distance away,
mining is being carried on and Mr. Mc-
Millan is réeady to build a tramway to
his property. From Jedway the min-
ister went to Lockport, after which he
proceeded < to Queen Charlotte City.
There he found evidences of a great
deal of activity. The Moresby’ Island
Lumber Company had covered the
wharf with piles of ties for the Grand
Trunk Pacificc while settlers were
ergoting comfortable houses for them-
gelves, Queen Charlotte has a nicely-
appointed new hospital, a hotel and a
newspaper, the Queen Charlotte News,
the proprietor of which is D. R. Young,
who is throwing himself into the build-
ing up of the place with characteristic
ardor. The Queen Charlotte Islands
‘are rapidly coming into their own. New
post ‘éffices are soon to be opened;, a
mail service has been provided for, a
contract having been been made with
the C. P; R. for their steamers to call
at the pripcipal points on the island
twice a week. This will be bettered as
soon as possible, because a consider-
able trade between the islands and
Prince Rupeért is bound to arise; and a
more frequent service will shortly be
required,

Next year a geological and topogra-
phical examination of the islands will
be made by the geological survey, and
if the reports prove favorable, as they
undoubtedly will, capital should be di-
vérted there in no small proportion.

On his return from the islands, Hon.
Mr. Templeman visited the cannery of

'Wugace Bros, at Claxton, where a pack
of. 75,000 cases had been recorded. The
minister also visited Port Essington be-
fore returning to Prince’ Dupert. On
this trip, which occupied a week, Mr.
Templeman was accompanied by Mrs.
Templeman, Dr. Kergin, M.P.P., and
others.

LOTS OF SUN
AND LITTLE RAIN

WHAT THE RECORDS TELL
OF COAST WEATHER

Victoria 100 Per Cent. Better
Climatically Than Any Other
Pacific Point.

The peculiar advantage Victoria“en-
joys over all other coast points in the
matter of sunshine, absence of preci-
pitation and general temperature is
strikinly illustrated in the meteoro-
logical returns for the years 1908-1909,
which are incorporated in the report
of the Vancouver Board of Trade-just
issued. i

These returns are difficult to under-
stand by those not familiar with the
unique situation of this city, which in;
sures it sunshine when its less-favored
neighbors have to reckon with rain
and snow, The absence of any high
ranges of mountains in the immediate
vicinity, the influence of the Japanese
current and other factors all combine
to produce a result which is perhaps
best shown by the fact that the iso-
themal lines showing the highest tem-
perature in the winter and the lowest
in the summer intersect at Victoria,
thus demonstrating that it enjoys the
double advantage of both the ideal
summer and ideal winter temperature.

In the returns mentioned, an effort is
made to show the conditions at. Vic-
toria, Vancouver and Prince Rupert.
For the latter city the returns from Port
Simpson, where the meteorological of-
fice is stationed, and situated as it is
but a few miles from Prince Rupert,
and the figures quoted:do no injustice
to the pew G.T.P. townsite.

By the ahove return. it will be seen
that the Terminal City (Vancouver)

Prince Rupert, while Victoria has
about 180 per cent. less rainfall than
Vancouver. On the same figures, Vic-
toria has nearly 250 per cent. less rain-
fall than Prince Rupert,

What is evidently a misprint in the
report credits Victoria with 115 rainy
days in the month of January, 1907! It
is perhaps cruel to suggest that the im-
possibility of such a thing might” not
be evident to a proof-reader residing
in the Términal City. The totals for
the year show that what was intended
was 15 instead of 115. For the same
month of that year Vancouver had
only 13 rainy days and Port Simpson 7,
but Vancouver had 20 inches of snow,
while Victoria had only 4 inches and
Port Simpsen 7 inches.

The snowfall, it will be seen, is in
even greater relative proportions to the
rainfall so far as the three cities are
concerned, Vancouver being three

The baths at Badgastein weakened
me and the German food disagreed
with me. Then, too, I was continually
annoyed by the crowds in thé hotels
and wherever I went, In fact, knock-
ing about the continent proved very,
tiresome.”

Accompaniéd by_  his wife, two
daughters and his son, his privage sec-
retary and three servants, the little
wizard of finance arrived herg in a
spécial train from Paris this morning.
His extréme weakness and lassitude
were shown when he was helped from
his private car. He was dlmost lifted
into a wheel chair and was rolled from
the raflway tO\the ténder in which he
was taken out'of the big steamer. It
was clear that he was unable to walk,
and as so0on as he was on board the
Kaiser Wilhelm II. He was taken im-
mediately to the handsome suite that
had been reserved for-his party.

Harriman intimated that as soon as
he reaches America he will. retire to
Arden, his beautiful country place just
north of New York city, in the Hud-
son River country.

He cabled orders to have a suite of
rooms prepared at Arden for his re-
ception. The mansion at Arden, which
is réported to be a chateau such as
America has never seen before, is not
yet finished.

Olympia, Wash., Aug. 18.—The house
to-day received a special message from
Governor Hay: The - same messag>,
which was sent to the ‘senhate late yes-
terday, recommends among other
things, that & stringent anti-lobbying
bill be enacted by the legislators and
that a direct primary law with an
emergency clausé be enacted for the
nomination of United States represen-
tatives when vacancies ogcur.

Referring to the anti-lobbying bil!
which he desires passed, the governor
says: I especially recommend that
you enact a law placing a check upon
these lobbyisits, so that when a paid
agent shall come to the capita] he shall
first e compelled to register with the
secretary of state .and shall file a state-
ment with him showing by whom he is

employed, with a brief description- of

the legislation in which he'is interest-
ed; also that within 30 days after the
legislature adjourns he shall file a sworn
statement With the secretary of state
showing in detail all expenses paid or
incurred in connection with the legis-
lation pending at the late session.”
