Question of Finding Work for Afl Mea
May Lead to a Long Dis-
cussion.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oet. 17.—All the lo-
cals throughout the anthracite ooal fields
are engaged to-day in electing delegates
to the mine workers’ convenmtion, to be
held in the Nesbitt theatre here next
Monday, to consider the aeceptance ef |
the plan of arbitration submitted by
President Roosevelt. These meetings |
are being held in accordanee with the
call sent out yesterday by the three
executive boards. There is nething on
the surface at this time to indicate that
the arbitration scheme will not be ac-
cepted.

President Mitchel! knows the senti-
ment of the men, and would mnet have
agreed to the propositien had he any
doubt that a convention would not razfy
his action. Objectiors will be raised
on the floor of the oconvention o ger-
tain features of the plan, but they will
not be of a serious mature,

One of the many obstacles to be sar-
mounted by the union is that of finding
work immediately for all of the strik-
ers. Every man wants his old place
back, but as the companies have decided
to care for all of the men whe hawe
stood by them during the strike, there
will be somo disappointments.
matter will be fought out on the floor
of the convention. Officers of the unien
confidently believe that it will be amiec-
ably adjusted. Yt is probable that the
delegates will decide to care for all men
who are not given work at once,

Reply to President.

Washington, Oct. 17.—The latest cor-
respondence between President Roose-
velt_; and John Mitchell, president of the
United Mine Workers was made publie
at the White House to-day. It consists
first of the following telegram from
President Roosevelt to Mr. Mitchell,
dated Washington, October 15th:

".l have appointed as commissioners,
Brig.-Gen. John M. Wilson, Mr. E. W.
Parker, Judge Geo. Gray, Mr. B. E.
Cllark, Mr. Thomas - H. Watkins and
Bishop John L. Spaulding, with Hon.
Carroll D. Wright as recorder. These
hames are accepted by the operators ana
I now most earnestly ask and urge that
t!}e miners likewise accept this commis-
sion. It is a matter of vital concern to
all our people, and especially to those in
our cities who are less well off, that the
mining of coal should be resumed with-
out a day’s unnecessary delay.”

l'(r. Mitchell answered this from
Wilkesbarre, under the date of October
16th. After acknowledging the Presi-
dent’s communication, he said:

“Replying thereto I beg to inform you
that your recommendations were submit-
fted to the members of the.executive
bfm_rd of districts one, seven and nine,
United Mine Workers of America, and
they have unanimously agreed to call a
delogate convention to be held next Mon-
day, and will recommend to the conven?
tien that all men now on strike return to
the positions and working places former-
Iy occupied by them, and submit to the
commission appointed byWyou all ques-
tl(_ms at issue between the operators and
Mine workers of the anthracite coal
fields,

“In connection with this subject we are
glad to know that the managers of coal
Companies have decided to recede from
the untenable position which they so long
“ccupied, and to accept a modified propo-
kition for the arbitration of fthe coal
strike and to give you full latitude of the
selection of a commission. It will be re-
membered that we proposed on October
3rd to place the whole matter in your
hands and to accept the verdict of a tri-
Lunal of your selection, It will .also be
remembered that the company managers
at that time refused to accept the arbitra-
ment of the President of the United
States, and preferred that of the local
Smmonplace judges. We - proposed to
leave everything to you without condition
Or reservation, having the utmost faith
in your impartiality and good judgment.

Ment, the operators sought to hold you,
In part, accountable for the very condi-
tions which you were trying to remedy,
and to instruct you o8 to your duties'
((»nfrorning them. Eight days later they
Again appeared before you, dropping the
Common pleas judges and proposing to
abide by the verdict of a tribunal ap-
Pointed by you, but attempting to pre-
scribe within fixed and narrow limits the
character and voeation of the men you
Were to namhe. To this propesition, as
the operators made it, we were unalter-
*bly opposed, first, because our respect
for you g 8 man and our ideas ap to

“In their refusal to accept your arbitra- |’

fice, demanded that we should not be a
party to a request of you to accept this
great responsibility accompanied by de-
tailed and impertinent restrictions to the
manner in which you should meet it; sec-
ond, because careful analysis of their
proposition disclosed to us, as it did te
you, and the public, that the restrictions
were too narrow to enable you to secure
under them a well-balanced and thor-
oughly impartial tribunal.

“Bat now that you have yourself re-
moved these objections by broadening
and strengthening the commission, we
feel comfident that our conventiom will
declare its willingness to have all ques-
tions between the employing companies
and the 95 per cemt. of their employees,
who are members of our organization, de-
termined by the board of eminent and im-
partial men chosen hy you.

“We feel grateful, as President, for
the patriotic efforts which you have made
to bring about an honorable settlement of
the strike, efforts which you continued
despite the remarkable spirit and con-
dunct which you att first found im the com-
pany managers. We were in a position
%o sympathize with you, inasmuch as we

| had long been forced to endure arme-

gance, insult and false witness from the
same source. ‘Our gratitede is due to
you and to the American people and the
press, who have supported us in the long
struggle which we hope is now about to
close.”

SAYS REVOLT IS OVER.

Gen. Perdemoe Aannounces That Colem-
bian Rebels Have Been
Defeated.

Panama, Oct. 17.—General Perdomo
yesterday notified the foreign coasuls
here that he had assumed the functions
of supreme commander of the Colembian
forces on the Isthmus, as well as those
of the minister of state. General Per-
domo has taken an_active pamt in thq
military affairs ef Colombia during the
last 35 years, and to-day is the right
haad man of Minister of War Fernan-
dez. In an wterview this morning with
.the representalive of the Associated
Press, General Perdomo said:

“With the exception-of the department
of Panama, where General Herrera has
his forces, and .a few guerrilla bands in
the departments of Magdelena and Boli-
var, the republic is pacitied. Traders
travel through the country.and are pro-
tected by the government. The revolu-
tionary leaders, Marin and San Martin,
avho would have givel much trouble,
have been compelied to surrender. Not
‘many days .ago .I.received.attelegram an-
mnouncing the defeat of the rebel leader,
Robles. In the department of Bolivar
ithere remain to-day not mere than 100
«organized wevolutionists.

“As a result of my conversation with
ithe United States eonsul, ;I have abso-
Jutely no fear that any diffieulty will
:arise /hetween Cdlombia and the United
States forces here on the.railroad com-
;pany. i :think the .landing: of United
Btates umarines has been effective in
maintaining free transit over the Isth-
mus.

I expect to :have a powerful army
here soon, and will then clear the rail-
xoad line of guerrilla bands, whose; only
«dbject isto credte complications between
(Colombia ‘and the United States. I then
will :be ‘able :to relieve the United States
forces doing shore duty on the Isthmus.”

EXPORT DUTY ON TIMBER.
United States Consul Dudley Makes a
Report to Washington,

Washington.- Oct.. 16.—In the course
of a few months the export duty on
timber, imposed by the government  of
British Celumbia, has resulted in dwiv-
ing a number of United States sawmills
across the line and largely prospering the
Canadian lumber trade.

COAL OPERATORS’ PROPOSAL.

Reports That Number of Delegates Will
Oppose Acceptance Cannot Be
Verified.

Scrafiton, ‘Pa., Oct. 17.—Reports were
circnlated to-night that the locals of the
United Mine Workers in Seranton, Pitts-
ton and some other local localities have
voted to instruct their delegates to op-
pose the acceptance of , the operators’
proposition unless the companies would
agree to discharge the non-union men,
take back all the old employees, drop
the snits instituted against strikers, and
recognize the union. Tt was impossible
to verify these reports, but they are
persistently and generally circulated. A
signifieant. fact in this conneection was
the concern of Distriet President Nichols
to-day over a published report that he
was the head of a movement to oppose
the acceptance of the proposition.

“This report,” said Mr. Nichols this
evening, “is doing no end of mischief.
It has caused our men to view the pro-
position with suspicion, and when they
suspected it, they commenced to look for
the flaws, which they sunposed T had
found in it. I have heard of locals in
different places being disposed to vote
against the proposition, and I must ad-
mit it is eausing some worry at head-
cuarters. I am eatisfied, however, that

THE VANCOUVER
RUNS ON A ROCK

WELL-KNOWR TUG IS
ASHORE NEAR SIDREY

Is Covered With Water at High Tide—
Strikes. While on Her Way to
Victoria.

Completely covered with water at high
iide, and with crew all ashore waiting:
instructions from the owners in the Ter-
minal City, the fine tug Vancouver is on
the rocks of Johns’s island to-day, as a
result, it is believed, of an attempt made
to make a short cut from Swanson chan-
nel to Spieden channel in a dense fog.

The steamer struck at 9:30 o’clock last
night while on her way down from Van-
couver with a scow load of shingles, con-
signed to the Taylor Mill Company, of
this city, When the accident occurred
the scow broke adrift from the steamer,

but was afterwards recovered by the
crew—the sea having been calm at the

off the.island. It was low water at the
time, and as the tide rose the vessel
rolled over in some way and gradually
filled. At extreme high tide the sea
washes over her pilot house and only the
spar of the craft is visible from a dis-
tance. There is said, however, to be no
holes in her hull, and as she lies, her
crew are of the opinion that she can be
successfully floated. One or more came
to Sidney this morning and wired to
Vancouver for assistance, in the mean-
while advising the Taylor Mill Company
of the accident, and asking that another
vessel be secured with which to take the
scow on to port.

Captain Charles
Raush, who is in charge, is a Vancouver
man. A crew of five all told man the
craft. They will probably be taken from
the island by.sothe Vancouver steamer
to-night. Being close to Sidney, how-
ever, they will suffer no privation, for
an hour's  run by boat will take them
within reach of the Victoria & Sidney
railway.
