The Warden read a note from the Secy. 

Treas. legretting his inability to attend 
this meeting ef Council owing to illness. 
His son, Mr. Çhas. Thomson would take 
down the minutes and with the assistance 
of the Auditor would be enabled to attend 
to the business before the Council.

Coun. Adams very much regretted the 
sickness and inability of the Sec’y-Tr.s 
and thought the best way would be to ad­
journ until after dinner and daring the 
recess the proper steps could be taken to 
legalize the record. It was necessary that 
the bondsmen of our present Sec’y.-Tr. 
consent to the acting of a substitute in 
his place. Conns. Bamford, Fish, Cam­
eron and others ventilated their opinions 
on this matter. The Warden read the 
law in reference thereto, showing that the 
Sec’y-Tr. could appoint a deputy and 
responsible for his acts, but the bondsmen 
of the Secy.-Tr. were not liable for the 
acts of the deputy unless they gave their 
consent to his so acting. On motion of 
Conn. Morrissey the Council adjourned 
until two o’clock to eqable the consent of 
these bondsmen to be obtained for the 
acts of the deputy appointed by the Secy.- 
Tr. Carried.

Council met at 2 o’clock with the Sec’y - 
Treag present.

Moved that minutes of last meeting be 
read. The Sec’y Treas. proceeded with 
the reading of the minutée* bnt his medi­
cal adviser, Dr. Smith, interfered aud 
said in hie weak state Mr. Thomson was 
endangering his life.

Coun Saunders moved and Coun. Mc- 
Naughten seconded that minutes be con­
sidered read and adopted. The Warden 
ruled their motion ont. Minutes were 
then read by Mr. Charles Thomson, and 
oa motion adopted,

Conn Adams moved and Conn Ryan 
seconded that the Sec’y-Treasurer be ex­
cused from his duties in connection with 
the present sitting of the Council Motion 
carried. The Sec’y-Treasurer briefly 
thanked the Council.

• On motion John Cassidy was appointed 
constable. !

Conn Morrissy presented a petition from 
Archibald Wright, praying for relief of in­
come and poll tax. Coun Loggie moved 
petition be received, seconded by Conn 
Cameron. Conn Cameron moved petition 
be granted, seconded by Conn Robinson.

Conn Fish did not see why Wright should 
bo exempted while there were others 
equally deserving who annually paid 
their taxes. He thought some consider­
ation should also be shown to these people.

Conn Adams said it was the duty of the 
Assessors, not of the Council, to deal with 
this matter. He would not vote for the 
motion unless more proof that it 
absolutely necessaay was forthcoming.

Conn Morrissey wanted to know who 
the people were to whom Coun Fish re­
ferred. Let him produce them. Wright 
had lost the fingers of his right hand, baJ 
an abcess on his shoulder, and was in­
capacitated for work for three weeks this 
spring and could not reasonably- be ex­
pected to pay such an amount of taxation. 
Let the petition be fairly and honestly 
dealt with.

Couu Bamford wished to know whether 
Wright had applied for relief to the 
Parish Assessors. He understood that 
was the proper way of dealing with such 
matters.

Coun. Morrissey said Wright was per­
fectly willing to pay his real estate tax, he 
only asked for exemption from the income 
and poll rates.

Conn. Fish did not expect matters to be 
so warm. He said he know several people 
who were even more crippled than Wright 
though he did not feel at liberty to men­
tion their names before the Council. The”
had never been exempted and he wo__
pay Wright’s taxes himself 
have the matter pass the Council.

The motion was pnt to vote and lost by 
the casting vote of the Warden.

Conn. Morrissey brought up the matter 
of Mrs. Wheeler’s lease. She had paid 
$30 per year for eight years, and after that 
$38 per year for twelve years. She now 
wished in view of making improvements 
on the property to either purchase the 
lease or effect a long lease.

Coun. Adams thought the Council had 
better grant her the lease as in case of 
purchase the land wou^d have to be sold 
by auction aud she might not be able to 
bid it in against outside competition.
