Finally, Mrs. Strong accepted the
cutter’s position, and the - society was
inaugurated for the winter.

Once or twice Mrs. Seabright came in
for a few moments, but, although im-
possible for her fo attend regularly, she
always sent for a garmeunt to make at
home and in this way accomplished
more during the winter than any other
two persons had done.

My own mind became distrected when
the last cend went, to such a degree
that all animatiorrand life left me, and
I seemed to become a mere machine,
grinding out sermons. This was no-
ticed by my people, and a committee
was appointed to speak to me upon the
snbject.

85, in my ;ossession imparted the need-
ed life. 1 at once saw the effect and
consequently have repeated the experi-
ment. PlBase continue to befriend 1ae
in this innocent way, or I shall again
1ose heart and fail to please my people.’

Mr. Leroy pressed the bill into the
good man’s hand, giving it as he did so
a sympathetic squeeze which showed
that he fully appreciated the situation.

That very week, without waiting
for the sewing circle to meet, Mr. and
Mrs. Leroy visited every family in the
congregation, telling all to what a
straight poverty had reduced their pas-
tor. Sympathy was at once enlisted
in his behalf, andin a few days his
salary was more than doubled, and the
congregation at.large rejoiced over the
improved  appearance of the innjates
of the manse.

A strong, capable woman was at once
introduced into the kitchen, and Mrs-
