was drifting away rapidly from her 
escort, whose cries she heard in the dis­
tance, as if he were in distress, 
skiff drifted on past the point and out 
to sea and that was the last she saw of 
her native Island or her companion.

When she realised 
that she was seen renewed hope gave 
her life,and she made signals which were 
happily observed, as has been already 
stated, and led to he

After the Tombla had been some 
fifteen days out her captain signalled 
an eastward bound steamer and 
indicated that he wished to be re. 
ported as having saved a woman be­
longing to Jersey.

On reaching this side of the Atlantic 
Captain Lendgreen endeavored to make 
the Island of St. Pierre, but though he 
was in its soundings fog prevented his 
making port, and a strong S. E. wind 
prevailing he bore away for St. Geoge’s 
Bay—thus deviating from his port of 
destination in order that he might land 
his passenger. He arrived at St.
George’s on 18th May and handed Miss 
Gerneaux over to the care of the resi­
dent Magistrate. Then, having done 
his duty like a true man and sailor— 
every man of his ship’s company assist­
ing him and doing all in their 
power to make the poor girl feel 
that they were worthy of the delicate 
trust that had been so providentially 
placed in their hands—he proceeded, 
with *his cargo of fishing plant, to Port 
aux Choix, and thence to Chathaga.

It is worthy of remark that two hours 
after Miss Gerneaux was rescued from 
the sea a gale from the North-east 
sprung up in which her boat could not 
have lived.

We learn from the New York Herald, 
whos* correspondent at St. John s Nttd 
interviewed Miss Gerneaux, that she 
speaks in the highest terms of praise of 
Capt. Lendgreen and his crew. She 
says he was like a father to* her from 
the first, and that she will never forget 
him and the noble an і generous treat­
ment she received at his hands.

The same paper states that the young 
man who had taken her out in the boat 
waa in prison under a charge of having 
murdered her, at the time the news of 
her arrival on this side of the Atlantic 
reached Jersey—the people there refusing 
to credit bia story of her disappearance.

Respecting the Bridge at the tunnel I 
may say that you seem to,have peculiar 
ideas in reference to the expenditure of 
public money. If any such sum as $1000 
is to be spent there in the erection of a 
bridge, it is to be assumed that it will 
be done by public tender. I understand 
that certain members of the legislature 
promised to use their influence with the 
Government to have the bridge erected, 
but it does not follow that the Govern­
ment would be iutiueuced by them in the 
matter when they ceased to be members 
of the Assembly, nor does it follow that 
the Government would be bound by the 
engineer thinking a bridge was needed at 
“the tunnel.”

I may say to you that business men of

Further, the creditor offered to pay you 
the $32.50 with interest and expenses, 
so that he might secure his own debt, 
but you insulted him before a large num­
ber of his neighbors and fellow-citizens.

The bill introduced in the house of 
representatives by Congressman Boutelle 
of Maine, relating to the duties on fish, 
repeals and strikes from free importation 
of fish fresh for immediate consumption, 
fish sounds or fish bladders, ti-»h tongues, 
cod sounds, hake soumis, fish skin*, and 
shrimps or other shell fish." 
schedule G of the provisions, it increases 
the duty on mackerel from one to two 
cents per pound ; on herring, pickled or 
salted, from one-half to one per cent., per 
pound; on salmon, pickled, and other fish, 
pickled, in barrels, and salted cod sounds, 
from one to two cents per pound ; on 
foreign caught fish, imported otherwise 
than in barrels or half-barrels, whether 
fresh, smoked, dried, salted or pickled, 
not specially enumerated or provided, 
from 50 cents to ^1 per 100 pounds 
anchovies and sardines in boxes, increased 
from ten, five, and two and one-half cents 
per box to fifteen, seven and one-half, and 
four cents per box; when imported in any 
other form than in tin boxes, increased 
from 40 to 50 per cent, ad valorem.

gave you the title of their respective 
properties, and this is your explanation of 
the records of the County showing trans­
fers to you, to the amount of over $11,- 
000 principally of lands which were, 
a few years ago, granted by the Govern­
ment to settlers, wl.o were under your 
special care and protection. The Advance 
has never said—nor have I ’said—as you 
untruthfully assert, that your holding, 
these properties is the reason for not giv­
ing any more grants in Rogersville aud 
Acadie ville, but I argued that the poverty 
and distress which you, yourself, hàd 
published as prevailiog there, ought to 
have suggested itself to you as a strong 
reason for the Government’s refusal to 
make further grants.
