A TREMENDOUS CONFLICT.

CHE FOO, Aug. 22,—(Noon.)—The 
first detailed rews of the general as­
sault on Port Arthur indicates that a 
tremendous conflict Is raging ,;nd that 
victory is hanging in the balance.

Ctinerr who left Pert Arthur and ar- 
jlied here today say that the Japan­
ese are making desperate charges 
which were reinforced by artillery fire 
from Shushl Yen, and Louisa Bey 
swept from the north into Pigeon Bay 
territory and drove the Russians beck 
from the main forte.

The ground being comparatively flat 
in this vicinity, the Japanese were un­
able to hold It in face of the Russian 
artillery fire and they returned north 
an eighth of a mile beyond the zone of 
fire.

The Chinese declare that the Japanese 
captured one Important fort on the 
Itzhan hills, midway between the west­
ern coast and the railway, on a line 
drawn up approximately from a point 
midway between Pigeon and Louisa 
Bays. The fighting resulting in a cap­
ture of this fort was very severe. The 
position was first subjected to a bom­
bardment for forty-eight hours. Then 
the Japanese Infantry assaulted it and 
compelled the Rust Ians to retire. The 
Russian artillery then directed a heavy 
fire on the spot, compelling the Japan­
ese in turn to retire.

Judgment on the notice of appeal In 
the case of Falrweather v. Lloyd and 
Robertson was delivered Saturday by 
Judge Barker. His honor decided to' 
allow the appeal. The principal point 
he discussed was with regard to the 
title of the case.

The case is of Interest to lawyers, as 
It settles a point which Is apt to crop 
up in practice at any time.

The supreme court when sitting on 
an appeal from the equity court Is call­
ed the supreme court in equity. As 
the name indicates that it is not In all 
senses an appellate court but hears an 
appeal from the equity court in the 
same manner as the supreme court on 
the law side hears an appeal from the 
decision of a judge sitting at nisi prlus 
without a jury. Therefore, In the ab- 
sense of any established practice it ip 
not necessary, though it may be better 
to change the name of the case dnd 
call the parties respectively appellant 
and respondent. On a writ of error it 
is customary to change the name of 
the case when it is brought into an 
appellate court but that is not the case 
here.

The case will now go to the Privy 
council where the plaintiff may ask at 
a preliminary point that the appeal be 
quashed on the ground of irregularity.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—The state

“Japanese fioet sunk Novik off Sak­
halin today.”

"The captain of the protected cruiser 
Chitose reports that the Chitose and 
the protected cruiser Tsushima at­
tacked the Russian cruiser Novifc at 
Korsakovsk, Sakhalien island, on the 
morning of the 20th.
