RAISULI’S EXPLANATION.

The Present Trouble is Due to Perse-

secution of the Bandit’s Tribe.

LONDON, June 20.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail at Tangier, un-
der date of June —, says that a letter
has been received on that day from
Raisuli, in which the bandit says:

“It is well that the Englishmen and
the Americans should know the truth
regarding my doings,why I have taken
Perdicaris. All that has been said in
Tangier about me, as well as the
statement that I hate the Christian
Europeans and want to drive them
from Morocco, is wrong,

“I desire to do mo wrong to any
Christian. Should trouble come, it
will come from KEurope, for if troops
are landed we will fight.”

Raisuli says the cause of the pre-
sent trouble to the deposed governor
of Tangier, who with his family, gov-
erned Tangier for generations, perse-
cuted Raisuli's tribe, killed boys, mu-
\ilated children and disregarded all
the principles of their religion.

Raisuli says that when he went to
Tangier he had no intention of taking
Perdicaris any more than he had ef
ek (4 7w her Furopean or Ame-
rican, bur he is now glad that he took
an American, for, he says, America
will be forced to, fight the Sultan,
overthrow the governor and release
the innocent prisoners.

The letter also says:

“Mr. Perdicaris is safe and wants
for mothing except to.see his wife.”

A special messenger from the bri-
gand arrived at the British legation
today. It is rumored that Raisull de-
sires that his immumity shall be guar-
anteed by Great Britain and tuae Unit-
ed States.

The legations here confidently anti-
cipate the arrival of Messrs. Perdicaris
and Varley within two days.

A FIRE TRAP.

Bt

Crew Tell of the Rotten Hose, Inflammable

Material

Lying Around Loose, and No

Aﬁempt Made to Check the Flames.

NEW YORXK, June 20.—The death
list of those who perished in the Gen-
eral Slocum is growing ‘at an alarm-
ing rate. Bodies came to tthe surface
today off the shores of North Brother
Island singly and in groups of twos
and threes, until at dusk 102 additioral
had been recovered. Every passing
steamer seemed to churn up the water
to such a degree that with its wash

one or more bodies would be swept|

into the beach. Between the heurs of
three and six in the afternoen, 45
bodies, some of them badly mutilated,
were- taken ashore by the searching
parties.

This brings the total number of
bodies recovered up to 730 and yet
there are something like 323' persons
unaccounted for. A number of these
are among the unidentified lying at the
morgue' and over on North Brother Is-
land, and the ‘‘unrecognizable” that
have been buried in tthe Lutheran cem-
etery on Long Island.

The coroner’s inquiry into the dis-
aster was begun today. Thousands
of persons gathered in and around the
armory, in the borough of The Bronx,
where the inquest was held. Among
those examined were Frank A. Barn-
aby, president of ithe Knickerbocker
Steamboat Company; James H. Atkin-
son, fthe secretary of the company;
Mate Flanagan of the Slocum, and
several members of- the crew.

According to the testimony of John
J. Coakley, one of the Slocum deck-
hands, he never had been instructed
in a fire drill since he became an em-
ploye of the Knickerbocker company,
at, the beginning of last season. Coak-
ley said he first learned that the steam-
was on fire when a small boy called
his attention to smoke rolling down
from the bow. He said he ran up
toward the bow of <the steamer and
found a blaze in the locker, where the
oil for the lamps was kept. He
dumped charcoal on it, thinking to
smother the flames, then cut down
hose and called for assistance. The
fire was so hot fthat they were driven
olut; but they got the hose in position
and had just directed a stream on
the fire when the hose hurst. No at-
tempt was made to replace the ruined
hose, he said, as the passengers were
in a panic.

The witness was unable to give any
informatlon as to the origin of the
fire. The room in which it started
was lighted by a common ship lamp
when in use. He r¢membered that a
quantity of salt hay which had been
packed around a barrel of beer glasses
brought on board that day, had been
stored in the locker, and said that it
was the custom of the men to light
matéhes in the locker when they went
in there for anything.

James Corcoran described the solid
water washer attached to the stand-
pipe to pravent water dripping into the
hose and rotting it. To get this off
so the hose could be used, it would
have been necessary to disconnect the
hose from the standpipe. Corcoran did
not see this done.

Bdward Flanagan, the mate for the
last two seasons on the Slocum, who
hired the deck crew of that boat, said
that the forward cabin where the fire
broke out, was to Keep old lines and
worn out awnings and brooms. Flan-
agan denied any knowledge of the
“false’” washer which blocked the fire
hcese.

“Who coiled up that hose ?”’

“I don’t know. It was always coil-
ed that way.”

«what orders did you give your
men ?”

“wWhen I got back from motifying
the engineers, I manned 'the pipes.
Then when the water pressure came
a coupler blew off and the hose burst.
I then ordered some of the men up-
stairs to free the life preservers and
lower the life boats. Then we tried
to reach the other standpipe, but we
could not pass the flames.”

Flanagan said he was present when
the special inspection took place and
at this point the coroner ordered In-
spectors Fleming and Lundberg to
leave the court room.

Flanagan, however, said he did not
accompany the inspectors on their
rounds. He knew, he said, that ten
or twenty of the life preservers were
ordered by one of the inspectors, He
declared that all the preservers were
stamped 1891.

U. S. District Attorney Wise asked:

“pid you ever have a fire drill »”

Flanagan placed his hands on his
forehead and then replied: “Not to
my memory. 1 did not keep track.”

“Did you ever see the fire hose un-
coiled since the season opened ?”

“Not to my memory. I don’t recall
it. I have been very sick.”

Flanagan said he never counted the
life preservers aboard, pbut he was con~
fident that more than the 2,500 called
for were aboard and in easy reach of
the passengers. In his opinion the
life preservers were in first class con-
dition.

To Mr. Gilbert, Flanagan said two
or three inspectors made the inspection
of the Slocum in May last.

““Did the inspectors take any of the
life preservers .from the rack ?” asked
Jurcr Congressman Goulden.

“] @id not see them. I only know
they inspected the lifz= preservers be-
cause t{x,_ey pointed ouat 20 or more they
condeniied. 'They \cere in diffevent
paris of the shig.”

Flanagan. admitted telling the coro-
ner and Assistant District Attorney
Garvin at different times that the in-
spection was made of the life preserv-
ers on the promenade deck only.

The inquest was then adjourned un-
til tomorrow.

Another Murderer Tortured in the

COLUMBUS, O., June 18.—The elec-
trocution of Moses Johnson, a negro
murderer, in the state penitentiary to-
day was almost as harrowing as that
of Michael Schilier yesterday.

AT SYDNEY.

HALIFAX, June 20.—James Ross,
president of the Dominion Coal Com-
pany, arrived at Sydney this after-
noon.

They were given good
wages and P. W. A. men claim a bonus
of fifty dollars besides. So far as the
lockout is concerned there is practical-
ly no change.

‘The house spent thg balance of the
night debating the bill of MacLaren
of Huntington, to prohibit the import.
ation, manufacture, and sale, of cigar-«
ettes, which was carried, 50 to 27. Hon.
Mr. Fitzpatrick took a strong ground
against the bill for its lack of definite«
ness. Why, he asked, was cigarette
tobacco to be allowed to be imported
if the evil was to be stamped out.
The second clause of the bill was car-
ried, 39 to 25. Iitzpatrick then point«
ed out that to pass the bill meant the
wiping out of established industries,
and Clarke of Ontario suid to pass thie
bill without machinery, to carry it out,
meant its repeal next year and a block
and barrier to legislation against the
use of cigarettes by minors.

At 12 o’clock the house divided on sec-
tion three, which was carried 39 to 35,
when motion for committee to rise was
lost by tie vote of 87 to 37, the chair-
man voting to go with the bill. Sec-
tion 4 was earried 41 tc. 34. :

Aupcthar motion. o rinort rprogress
was defeated by 35 to 38 and the bill
as amended was finally carried 41 to
32, when committee rose. Lancaster
then brought up his bill to amend the
law regulating certificates to masters
and mates on inland Canadian waters,
after the minister of marine had brok-
en his pledge to put the measure on
government orders.

The house at 1.45 a. m. voted down
Lancaster’s bill by 17 to 39. The house
adjourned at 1.45 after Monk had ask-
ed for further returns of the Dundon-
ald-Fisher correspondence and for the
originals tabled as well as the copies
thereof.

Miller and Ferguson complained that
newspapers were not publishing re-
ports of the body’s proceedings, al-
though free reports were prepared for
them,
