CONFITURESFredericton, N. B.. October 12. — 
The New Brunswick Department of 
Lands and Mines, whose jurisdic­
tion includes the enforcement of the 
Game Act, has issued instructions 
to all inspectors, forest rangers, and 
game wardens providing, whenever 
possible, for the charitable disposal 
of all game meat seized under the 
New Brunsciwk Game Act.

The Departmental bulletin ins­
tructs its officers that “in all cases 
where the game meat is fit for hu­
man consumption at the time of the 
seizure" it is to be delivered “to any 
public institution such as a Munici­
pal Home. Children’s Home, or Hos­
pital." With regard to cases occuring 
at points located at a considerable 
distance from such institutions “The 
Minister directs that the warden or 
ranger Consult with the Poor Com­
missioner or Parish Clergy and as­
certain the names of deserving fa­
milies to whom the game meat may 
be delivered."

The Department, of Lands and 
Mines has adopted this method of 
disposal which ?s calculated to af­
ford material assistance to needy fa­
milies and individuals at an other­
wise difficult seson of the year.
