An example of how the average 
Britisher can make good in Canada 
if he has pluck and is willing to work 
was told a Standard man yesterday 
afternoon by a passenger wh 
about to sail on the 
Christmas with his family. He was 
accompanied by Ids wife and four 
children. While making a purchase 
in a West Side store he recalled the 
fact that he had landed in St. John 
six years ago. and on that occasion 
came in the steerage of the Bavarian.

He went to Winnipeg and got a 
job with a teamster, who paid him $26 
a month and his board as a helper in 
the stables. From Winnipeg tie went 
to British Columbia and while work­
ing for a contractor who was build­
ing in Nelson he decided to go to 
the Okanagan valley country. There 
he obtained work with a fruit farmer 
and in time got a small farm of his 
own. During the season Just closed 
he sold $7.000 
garden produce in the Vancouver mar­
kets and also shipped large quantities 
of apples.

"It was mighty hard work the first 
three years.’- he concluded, "but 1 
have It rather easy now. Canada is 
the greatest country under the sun 
and I have been told that the east Is 
every bit as good as the west. A man 
has to work but If he does he can 
gvt along.”
