ÏWO ACCIDENTS IN 
THE PAST WEEK Berlin, May 22.—The Crown Prince 

of Germany, Frederick William, hae 
written a preface to "Germany Under 
Arms" wh|ch is attracting a good deal 
of interested attention, in view of the 
fact that this young man is destined 
some day to rule the German Empire.
From the inscription on the fly-leaf 
of the book, “The world rests no more 
securely upon the shoulders of Atlas 
than Germany upon its army and 
navy,” down to the last words of the 
preface of the Crown Prince, “If the 
whole German people 
gladly to stake life and property, then* 
even though a world full of devils 
stand in arms against us, we shall con­
quer," the words of Frederick William 
are alive with martial spirit and show 
a keen appreciation of certain tenden­
cies in modern society.

With some unimportant omissions, 
the preface runs substantially as fol­
lows:

“Our Fatherland, more than other 
countries, is compelled to rely 
its strong sword. Situated in th 
tre of Europe, poorly protected by un­
favorable geographical frontiers, not we no longer belong to ourselves, bu 
regarded with love by all nations, it to our country.

Winnipeg, May 22—Business In gen­
eral lines of merchandise is fairly 
brisk, although there is still consid­
erable complaint among the dealers 
In various important lines, the money 
Is scarce. This applies especially to the 
lumber trade and affiliated lines. Crop 
conditions seem favorable although 
the weather has been rather cold and 
backward for May. Heal estate is 
reasonably brisk but business in this 
line is by no means elastic and sales 
are rather sticky, unless the proposi­
tion is an. exceptionally good one. As 
at all times when money is scarce, 
there are many who are willing to sac­
rifice in order to get cash for immedi­
ate needs and the scarcer the cash the 
more numerous are those who will 
make sacrifices.

The board of trade of Edmonton has 
decided to ignore the Made-in-Canada 
train which will make its tour of the 
west during the next few weeks. The 
reason given is the assertion that this 
excursion is used by eastern manufac­
turers to exhibit and boost their goods. 
A Winnipeg business man suggests 
that the manufacturers of the Edmon- 
ton district have the same privileges 
and if they do not take advantage of 
It, that is their own fault.

There have been two boys run over 
and killed by automobiles in Winni­
peg during the week, 
from this source consisted of two lads 
more or less injured. It is becoming 
more and more unsafe to indulge in 
the pastime of walking on Winnipeg’s 
streets.

Cherished Warlike Spirit.
“Joy in bearing arms was ever in 

the hearts of our people. Even with 
the old Teutons a youth became a man 
only after he had had his baptism of 
fir* It was this spirit, inherited from 
brave ancestors, that welded our fa­
thers into invincible troops in the 
wars of the Great Elector, especially 
in the glorious battles of 1870-1871, 
and still more recently upon «fie sun- 
parched soil of German Southwest 
Africa. This warlike^Ioyal, and proud 
spirit we must cherish and transmit 
as a holy heritage to our children.

“We live today, indeed, in a period 
which emphasizes the high level of its 
civilization and which delights in fan­
tastic dreams of the possibility of an 
eternal and universal peace. This 
conception of life is un-German and 
is not becoming to us. The German 
who loves his people, who believes in 
the greatness and future of our home­
land dares not let himself be soothed 
to slumber with utopian songs of 
peace.

“Since its last great wars Germany 
has passed through a period of econo­
mic development that almost awakens 
anxiety. Prosperity has so increased 
among all classes of our people that 
their demands for a higher,- standard 
of life and for luxuries have develop­
ed exuberantly. But the dark side of 
this too rapid development presents 
itself in threatening ways. The love 
of money has already assumed a form 
with us that can only be regarded with 
concern. We scarcely ask today by 
what means a fortune has been acquir­
ed. Things are tacitly tolerated to­
day that formerly were condemned. 
Everything is sacrificed to the pur­
suit of money. Old Ideals, even the 
reputation and honor of the nation, 
can suffer, so long as the people en­
joy a period of peace in which to amass 
wealth.

“If we study history we see that the 
lesson of the need of warlike efficien­
cy in a people runs like red thread 
through its pages. Even strong and 
great nations have lost their 1 
maintained position, in the front rank 
when thenurture of military virtues 
has given place to the passion for 
easy living and when a fresher and 
more efficient people, seizing Its ad­
vantage, has appeared in the arena.

Washington, May 22.—The Common­
wealth of New Hampshire has lodg­
ed a claim for thirty-five cents against 
the Federal Government of the Unit­
ed States, and the worst of it is the 
United States has to pay, notwith­
standing that economy must be the 
watchword of the Administration in 
face of tariff revision.

An 
issue was threatened, and the quarrel 
was referred to the Treasury Depart­
ment, Sherman Allen, assistant secre­
tary of the treasury, who learned di­
plomacy as an assistant secretary to 
President Taft, conceded the point. 
After a formal bill and voucher are 
rendered a treasury warrant will be 
sent to the State.

He comes recommended as a power­
ful temperance advocate, and as one 
strongly interested in the 
tion of Protestant purity. Mr. Batty 
is an Englishman but has lived in 
eastern Canada for a long time.
