The most kindly deed I have heard 
of was the brave deeds of a Belgian 
Scout, whose name Is given as Joseph 
Leyssen.

Slnglohanded he captured two Ger­
man Engineers and Uhlan and the 
kind part is. while doing this, he car­
ried bark from the front lines of 
battle, six brave, woundtd Belgian sol­
diers. He saved many children and 
women from Immediate destruction, 
when the city of Liege was surprised 
by German machine-gun fire. The city 
was evacuated.

He was given a yss by the King 
of Belgium, and lie went to visit the 
British Isles. While strolling along a 
certain river he Ivnrd cries for help. 
He Immediately ran to the scene of 
distress. On arriving at the place he 
saw two lads struggling acaInst a 
swift current towards the shore. Be­
ing a strong swimmer he dashed into 
the water, clothes and all. and suc­
ceeded ln rescuing the two lads. Ho 
was kindly treated by the lad's par­
ents. He was given a sum of money, 
hut being a kind, generous.
