It the American people will grasp
the fact that the Bolsheviki in Russia
are thh samy as the I. W. W. in the
United States, that they have adopted
the platform of these hulking disloy-
alists and that thelr aim 48 to wreck
Russian industry, on the theory that
what has been emashed will be in
much better condition after it has
been put together again, they will get
a clearer idea of the Russian situa-
tlon and understand better the states-
manship which insists that the Allies
shall ignore the Bolsheviki and pro-
ceed to save Russia despite them.
8ince the war opened in 1914 the trav-
elling renegades of the L. W. W. have
been organizing strikes in munition
plants, burning properties and intim-
idating workmen in an attempt to ghut
off war production. It is immaterial
whether these gentry have been in
the pay of Germany, for what little
they have been able to accomplish has
helped Germany to that extent; and

The American military
habit s still too new to warrant the
hope that these offenders will be shot,
but teir fate will at least serve as
a symptom that the Administration is
capalje of an occasional slap on the
wrist of the so-called workingman.

Bolshevikl Planned Destruction.

The Bolsheviki of Russia, identical
with their Ameycan compatriots in
their bellef that the mob can run an
industrial plan better tham the super-
intendent, aré simply in a little differ.
ent setting than the 1. W. W. of the
United States. They have etopped
war by surrendering and they have
seized the manufacturing plants of
Moscow, Petrograd and other Russian
cities where industry prevails to test
out their theorles of “equality.” Their
experiments of course, have met with
disastrous r®sults. They have run
into the ground the plants they have
taken over, and the workmen then,
after they have gone hungry long
enough, have turned to the owners
and begged them to take the plants
back, that the men might make a 1iv-
ing. The Bolsheviki have denfed that
they are Gertman agents, but it makes
no difference whether they are or not,
as far as phrases go. The fact s that
Germany has been determined to lay
Russin industry prostrate and then
step in and take cofitrol, The Bol-
sheviki has served as ideal agents in
this purpose, and indugiry is flat in
Russia in the manufacturing section
bécause the Bolsheviki have deliber-
ately stopped the wheels. The Ger-
man purpose illuminates with tragic
effect the recent r¢mark of Lenine,
“We have had six months of destruc-
tion, we will now proceed to ocon-
striuct.” This pompous announcement
becomes eloguent when it is under-
stood that the enemies of ' Russia
planned the destruction and intend
that they and not the Ruesian people
shall acoomplish the reconstruction.

New German Intrigue Planned.

It 18 pos-
sible now to show in some detail how
German intrigue proceeded with its
plan of gaining control of the Rus-
sian empire, The Bolsheviki are
largely Jewish. One of their first acts
upon gaining control of the Govern-
ment was to throw out the Russian
Government clerks and substitute
Jews.

nation resulted; the owners lost thelr
authority and their money, thus their
power to employ and feed the people,
and the peasants, helpless without
direction, soon began to starve. Con-
ditlons like these are responsible for
some of the mirmire coming out of
Russia that the middle classes would
welcome even Gertmam control if it
would end the perfod of distress and
starvation which they have suffered.

Support the Czecho-Slovaks.

Into this disorganied situation was
intérjected by the fortunes of war the
one hundred thousand or more, Czecho
Slovaks, former Austrfan prisoners,
who, armed and equipped by the Bol-
sheviki Government for service {in
France, were making their way as
best they ecould to Viadivostock,
where they hoped to embark to join
the Allies on the western front. The
Bolsheviki no doubt acted in good
faith with France in trying to start
these men out of the country, but the
rallroad lines hecame Jammed, the
QGovernment blamed the soldiers for
what probably was their misfortune
rather than thelr fault, and—whether
under orders from Germany or not is
immaterial—the Bolsheviki attacked
the Czecho-8lovaks, who were com-
pelled to fight back and to seize the
railroad and towns. along the iine to
protect themsclves from being anni-
hilated. They are now in control of a
long stretch of track of the Siberian
Rallway and of many important
towns; and the despatches say sig-
nificantly that they are being ofposed
by forces not only ‘of soldiers of the
Bolsheviki, but by German-Magyar
forces. Whatever, therefore, may
have been the original purposes of the
Government of Lenine and Trotsky
with respect to the Allled cause or the,
Czecho-Slovak soldiers who were des-
tined for France, the fact has been
established that Germans and Mag-
yars are uniting with Bolsheviki to
fight them The Czecho-8lovaks are
the one stable force in Siberia which

Is dependably anti-German and pro-
Ally and which, moreover, has no de-
signs against the territory or the

prosperity of Russfa. Their only de-
sire hither™ has been ta get out of

The business of being Tsar of Rus-
sla had always been attended with
more than the ordinary amount of per-
sonal risk.

Peter III. of Rusela reigned -about
1760. It must have been two years
later that he suddenly dropped out of
sight.  No one knew what became of
him, He was supposed to have been
murdered, but how or when no one
was prepared to say. There was a
mystery about his death, but that fact
caused little surprise in what was then
8t Petersburg.

Really in those days the most sur-
prising thing would have been for a
Tear to die in bed of natural causes.
