How They Were Chosen.

The selection of the unknown sol-
dler whose body mow rests in West-
minster was made from a number of
bodies of unknowns, one taken from
each fighting front. These were at
a central spot in France and coffined,
the coffins being identical in appear-
ance. From the eight or mnine bodies
so chosen three ‘were selected. An-
other selectfon commitiee then pick-
ed one from the three, and this was
taken to Paris and finally formed the
central figure of London’s mournful
but impressive pageant. Captain Mul-
lineux was present at the ceremony of
interment in the Abbey and describes
it as unforgettable.

Speaking of the work being done on
the graves of soldiers in France and
Flanders, Captain Mullineux said that
there are some 1,500 cemeteries in
which. Empire dead are buried. There
are no distinctive Canadian cemeter-
ies, the men being buried in the ceme-
tery nearest to the scene of dedth.
Three cémeteries are complete with
the graves in shape, the memorials
erected and ready for inspectfon. Some
50 others are nearly completed.

Identify Graves.

The work of caring for the graves
o the soldiers is done by the Im-
pertal War Graves Commission and
has been going on practically since
the signing of the armistice. The
process followed comverts each grave
from a mere heaped mound, identified
by a peg bearing the serial nuamber of
the grave's occupant, to a finished,
sodded, flowergrowing plot each bear-
ing its stone headstone. The cemeter- |
fes are walled or femced which ever
proves to be best in the case. At
one’ end of each cemetery is the stone
of Remembrance bearing the inscrip
tion: “Their name liveth for ever-
more,” and at the other the Cross of
Sacrifice. All cemeteries are ddeati-
cal in general design
