Provided always, and be it further enaaed, That a due Entry
fhall be made of all fuch Herrings and other Fifh that ihail be imported
by virtue of this A&, with the proper Officers of the Cuftoms at the
Port into which the faine fhalt be imported; and, in Default thereof,
the fame fhall be forfeited, and fhall and niay be feized by any Officer
or Officers of His Majefly's Cuftons.
