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Lasting peace will not be achieved so long as the 
gains of naked aggression are permitted to stand. 
After the sand settles from the storm in the Persian 
Gulf we must commit ourselves to ensuring that the 
sacrifices being made there have not been in vain, as 
they have been so often in the past, and forge 
lasting, peaceful and just world order.
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
