repatriation. This might cenceivably be used successfully te centravems
the principles of the resslutien,

During the discussien mest of the countries preferred that the
new erganigatien sheuld take the ferm ef a specialised agemcy tather than
that of a cemmissien of the Ecememic and Secial Ceuncil, The United States
Delegate did met suppert any specific type of erganizatien, The delegates
frem the Aradb ceuntries urges that the humanitarian preblem caused Ly
Jewish refugees sheuld net be cenfused with the pelitical guestien eof
zienism, The attemtien of the erganizatien was drawn by the Fremch delegate
te the 400,000 statutery refugees in Framce, prepesing that they sheuld
be dealt with primarily by a natiemal erganizatiem which seuld repert
te the intermatiemal aptherity., The Danish Dolul.ém drevw atteatien
te the presence ia Demmark eof 200,000 German civilian refugees frem eastera
Germany placed there by the Nazis im the Sprimg ef 1945,

At its meeting, Committee 3 fimally appreved fer submissien

te the Gemeral Assembly fer its cemsideratiem and appreval the fellewing

reselutien:

recegnizing that the preblem of refugees and displaced persens
of all categeries is ene of immediate urgemcy and recegnizing
the necessity of clearlt distinguishing between gemuine refugees
and displaced persens, en the eme hand, and the war crimimals,

quislings, and traiters referred te in paragraph (d) belew, en
the ether:

(a) DECIDES te refer this preblem te the Bcenemic and
Secial Ceuncil fer thefreugh examimatien in all its aspects
under item 10 of the Agemnda fer the First Sessien of the
Ceuncil and fer rep rt te the next Sessien ef the General
Assembly;

(v) RECOMMENDS te the Ecenemic and Secial Ceukeil that %t
establish & special cemmittee forthe purpese of carrying
eut premptly the examinatien and preparatien ef the repert
referred te im paragraph (a); and

(e) RECOMMENDS te the Ecememic and Secial Ceumcil te take
inte cemsideratien in this matter the fellewing principles:

(1) this preblem is internatiemal in scepe and nature;

(11) nmerefugees or displaced persens whe have finally and
definitely, in cemplete freedem, and after receiving

full knewledge of the facts including adequate infermatien frem
the geveraments e¢f their ceuntries of erigin, expressed valid
ebjections te returning te their ceuntries ef erigin and whe de

net ceme within the previsiens ef paragraph (d) belew, shall be
